In relatively broad and active
dealings for a short session, fa-
vored rails, utilities and indus-
trials added fractions to a point
or so to Friday's sharp upswing
and, while a little profit taking
at the last trimmed peak prices
here and there, many leaders
closed at or near the day's best

average was up .3 of a point at
48.8, and on the week held a net
advance of .6. Transfers totalled
481,976 shares, largest for a two-
hour stretch since September 18.
