Five hundred cow elk
tags were authorized for use in
the area between La Grande and

Bull
elk season opens November 4 and
closes Novembler 30 excepting in
Clatsop, Coos and Douglas coun-
ties where the dates are Novem-
ber 4 to 14, and in southeastern
Oregon where shooting will be
permitted during the same ‘dates,
4 to 14, Antelope season opens
September 24 and closes October
7. A:total of 2500 tags will be
issued for antelope and the ani-
mals may be shot in any part of
