To Grow More
Legume Seeds

SALEM, July 12 The agri
cultural adjustment agency,
through N. E. Dodd, chief, Wednes
day appealed to the state, agricul-
tural department here, to sup-
port other state farm agencies in
urging Oregon farmers to harvest
more grass and legume seeds, Di-

rector E. L. Peterson, announced.
Peterson said more seeds must

be produced if the acreage of pas-

ture and hay crops on farms is
to be maintained.

Dodd told Peterson that $12- ,-

250,000 recently made available by
congress would permit payments
for each acre of designated gras
ses and legumes harvested as well
as poundage payments for harvest
ing clover, alsike clover and al-

falfa. Poundage payments are in
addition to acreage payments and
both are: in addition to support
prices. Poundage rates are 3
cents for red clover and 2Vi cents
for alsike and alfalfa seed.

Officials suggested that all far
mers who have crops from which
they can harvest seed crops "con-

tact their county AAA offices for
details of seeds included and pay-
ment rates. :?-- ?

Mrs. L. M. C. writes: How Can
I ' get 4 a - start from my double
white lilac which, I am sure is
grafted or budded?

Ans.: Yes, the lilac will grow
from cuttings. The softwood
cuttings are usually taken in late
June or very early July. They
are not the very easiest of cut
tings to root and will do much
better with bottom heat Some
growers- - are successful ; With
hardwood cuttings but the root
ing percentage ot these cuttings
is very low. They should be tak
en in late August ' !

Some propagators bud, and
this is done in July or August
If you bud, scrape off all buds or
eyes below the place where it Is
to be budded. Layering can also
