1 egg white

2 teaspoons sugar

Orange marmalade

14 cup chredded coconut

Empty the vanilla pudding mix
into a saucepan. Add the milk
gradually and cook over direct
heat, stirring constantly until
the mixture thickens and boils.

Remove from heat and stir in the

apple sauce. Pour into shallow
custard cups and allow to cool.
Spread about a teaspoonful of
marmalade on each pudding and
top. with a meringue made of
the beaten egg white and sugar
Sprinkle with eoconut and bake
in a slow oven, 325 degrees, for
15 minutes or . until lightly
