Liuchow — recovered U.S. bomb-

MANILA, Friday, July 13-(#)-
violent battle beyond Balik-
papan was reportéd today with
Australian and Dutch troops
weilding flame-throwers in an at-
tempt to encircle formidable Jap-
anese ridge positions north of the
captured Borneo oil port.

At the same time, a one-mile
advance east of Balikpapan was
scored by Australian troops fight-
ing along Borneo's east coast to-
ward the rich Sambodja oil fields.
Infantrymen of the Australian
Seventh division, supported by
Dutch eelopial iroops, were clos-
ing in gu the core of enemy re-
sistance north of Balikpapan, Gen.
Douglas MacArthur's communique
announced.

Paced by tanks and flame-
throwers, they blasted their way
through tough resistance in a two-
mile advance and closed in on
“Smashed Stone ridge,” keystone
of the enemy's positions.
