Neuner said the governor, who
is charged under the constitulion
with the duty of =eeing that the
law is enforced., sometime ugo
directed the sttorney generul's
office to contact district attornevs
of this state with regard to gamb-
ling matlers. He added that the
coaoperation of the law enforcing
officers in most instances had
been wholehearted.

The sltorney general's letter in-

 dicated that his warning also ap-

plies to any other counties where
the licensing of slot machines is
under consideration.
