20 --UP)- Patrols of police and gov-
ernment soldiers have been fired
upon in the streets of Asuncion
by backers of the rebels in north-
ern Paraguay, government sour-
ces said tonight.

The informants declared the
sniping in the capital was done
by communist partisans and said
the practice had stopped after
President Higinio Morinigo's
forces had made a number of
arrests.
