PEARL HARBOR, July 29 --4JP)
Four days of secret explosive tests
have so badly battered the old
battleship Nevada that there is on-
ly a -5- 0-50" chance that she will

WASHINGTON. July 29 -- VP)

Former Senator James Eli Wat-
son. 84, who served in congress
under eight presidents and who
was often mentioned as a presi-
dential candidate himself, died
today.

Watson was an "old guard" re-
publican from Indiana. During
his long service in Washington
he was both republican whip in
the house and republican senate
leader.

He was stricken with an in-
ternal hemorrhage on October
12 and was taken to a local hos-
pital. In December ; he was able
to return home. His death came
suddenly today shortly after he
was taken to a hospital.

He was only 30 when he was
elected to the house in 1894.
