Wheat Holds
Firm Tone in
Grain Market

CHICAGO, Jan. 12 (&) Al-
though most commeodities ended
lower on the board of trade today,
wheat displayed a firm tone. The
bread cereal started out higher,
sank below the previous close in
a general selling movement around
mid-day, and then came back to
end with modest gains.

Dealings were fairly active.
Wheat closed -3¢ higher, corn
was unchanged to 3§ lower, oats
were unchanged to 3 lower, rye
was la-3% lower, soybeans were
1%5-2Y% lower and lard was 5 to
20 cents a hundred pounds lower.

Wheat was supported by an in-
crease in domestic flour demand,
announcement of additional first
quarter export allocations and a
statement by Senator Elmer Tho-
mas (D-Okla) that he would push
legislation to erect a nation-wide
chain of elevators and ware-
houses.

Trade reports from the south-
west said flour bookings so far
this week were the largest for the
past several weeks,

With the new crop wheat de-
liveries selling under the poten-
tial government loan level, some
traders viewed  the elevator chain
proposal as an important price in-
fluence. One purpose is to provide
sufficient storage space so that
prices will not slip below the gov-
ernment loan as surplus wheat is
unioaded on the free market.

Stock Market
Stuck in Rut

NEW YORK, Jan. 12<{(#-The
stock market tried to get out of
the week’s narrow rut today but
remained stuck fast.

Prices leaned ahead very slight-
ly a good part of the day but there
was no punch behind the buying
and closing quotations showed an
evenly balanced mixture of small
price changes.
