Of Hurricane
, CHARLOTTE, M, O, Aug. 28-(V-

winds and torrential
rains remains of the furious
multi-milli- on dollar hurricane
battered the Carolinas today.

The rain sent some streams out
of their banks and caused a few
lowland residents to be evacuated.
The wind uprooted trees, broke
store windows, tore shingles from
roofs, and put power and commun
ications lines out of order. Tides
were higher than usual along the
Georgia-Caroli- na coastline, but not
as high as expected and damage
was neglibible.

While gales up to 60 miles an
hour lashed Carolina cities, the
once giant hurricane which cost
Florida millions of dollars in dam-
age blew itself out crossing the
central piedmont section of the two
states.

Floods appeared limited to smal
ler streams and their frequently-inundat- ed

lowlands. But Raliegh,
N. C. Weatherman Garrett DeMots
said it was too early to determine
the effect of the heavy rains on
the larger North Carolina rivers.

Lumbertbn, N. C and Florence,
S. C, reported guest of 60 miles
an hour, but damage was limited
to broken trees. Greensboro, N.
C had a recording of 38 miles
an hour without damage to tha
city. At Charleston, S. C, a 33-mi- les

wind pulled trees from the
sandy soil, tore down power lines
and piled a choppy sea into the
streets in the bay area.

But the wind generally had
dropped to 30-3- $ miles an hour by
nightfall.

The stand was set forth in a let-
ter; from Herman W. Steinkraus,
president of the national chamber,
to Louis A. Johnson applauding
cutbacks in defense spending.

The business executive's state-
ments were touched off by John-
son's announcement that he will
reduce defense spending $433,988,
611 this year by closing various
military installations and by oth
eri cutbacks. This was in line
with senate appropriation com
mittee recommendations.

Many communities and various
congressmen subsequently ex
pressed displeasure with the ac
tioh.

Every reduction j in payrolls or

Such results must be
balanced in the national interest
against a lightening of the burden
of the taxpayer and a strengthen
ing of the financial; position of the
government. 1
