Appointed to
Plan Defense

' WASHINGTON, Jan. 21-{#)-The
government stepped up its pre-
paredness planning today with the
mppointment of an atomic expert
to direct a broad new program of
civil defense, strategic dispersal of
fndustry and censorship.

It named Paul J. Larsen as first
chairman of the new civilian mo-
bilization office which will be set

March 1, The agency will op-
'ftte under supervision of the na-
tional security resources board
which has overall responsibility for

_ all civililan defense activities.

Larsen's appointment was an-
nounced by presidential Assistant
John R. Steelman, who has been
gerving as acting chairman of the
board.

" It follows shortly after a defense

department disclosure that re-
cruiting of 150,000 volunteer air-
craft observers will start immedi-
ately to be ready for action if war
should come.

Larsen's office will provide gen-
eral planning for such programs
along. with marshalling data on
health resources, housing and com-
munity services,

Just what plans will be made
for censorship was not immediately
disrlosed.

Larsen formerly was associate
director of the University of Cali-
fornia's scientific laboratory at Los
Alamos, N. M., later serving as
director of the university's labora-
tory_at Albuquerque.

When the latter operation was
taken over by the Western Elec-
t#ric Co., last November, Larsen
became a consultant for a Western
Electric subsidiary working in at-
,'nic research.

Finns Reject
Russ Charges

HELSINKI, Finland, Jan. 21-(#
The Finnish government tonight
rejected Soviet charges that it has
been harbering war criminals
wanted by Russia.

Replying to Moscow’s note of
Jan. 1, the Finns said they were
holding for questioning four of
the 55 persons specifically listed
bv the Soviet government. But the
Finns did not promise to deliver
them to Russia.

The Finnish reply said an In-
vestigation was being made as to
whether they ought to be extradit-
ed to Russia under provisions of
the 1047 peace treaty. The answer
declared Finland is striving loyal-
1y to fulfill provisions of that
treaty, but also is bound to ob-
serve international laws guaran-
teeing the rights of individuals—
presumably a reference to the
right of asylum of political re-
fugees,

Central News agency today quot-
ed military soyrces on Hainan as
saying 30,000 Chinese communist
troops had invaded Indochina.

(This report is wholly uncon-
firmed. Spencer Moosa, Associated
Press correspondent at Taipei,
filed it on a “protective” basis. As

communications between Indo-
china, which is under strict cen-
sorship, and Hainan.)

Still out are 11,400 residents of
the Birds Point-New Madrid flood-
way in southeast Missouri. They
evacuated in expectation that army
engineers would flood that area to
take the strain off of levees else-
where along that stretch of the
Mississippl river.

A spokesman for the engineers
said he expected that the flood
crisis would pass safely and that
the levees would not have to be
opened.

Russians Release

2,500 Japanese
War Prisoners

TOKYO, Sunday, Jan. 22 —(#)-
A group of 2500 Japanese war
prisoners from Siberia arrived to-
day at the port of Maizuru, on the
western coast of Japan.

The Russians unexpectedly vol-
unteered to return them earlier
this month after insisting only 10,-
000 “war criminals” remained to
be repartiated. Japanese and oc-
cupation officials insist the num-
ber held is 376,000. They assume
many of these are dead.

Kyodo news agency said the
returned prisoners had no ex-
iplanation of why they had been
repatriated in the midst of a U.S.-
Russian controversy over wheth-
er more Japanese remain in Si-
beria.

First reports from the repatri-
ates indicated that they knew of
at least 10,000 Japanese still in
Russian hands. .

The non-profit organization has
been operating the camp for the
past several years as a housing
project for transient farm laborers
during the summer months. The
court's action Saturday merely
gives the corporation official title,

The county purchased the prop-
erty in 1947 from the war assets
administration and acqouired title
to it in September, 1948. The camp
was purchased on behalf of the
agricultural housing group, which
contributed the purchase price of
$11,185.

Thirty - six buildings together
with elecirical, sewer and water
systems on the camp land, can
house about 500 persons. The land
lies on the northeast side of the
airport. It was formerly an army
air base during the war.

The camp was operated as a
farm labor camp by the federal
department of agriculture prior to
its' being turned over to the coun-
ty.
