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Session Ends
- In Deadlock

BAN FRANCISCO, March 4-{#)
Negotiators in the Pacific Grey-
hound bus strike adjourned their
session here at 12:30 p.m. (PST)
today without reaching an agree-
ment. The strike has tied up Grey-
hound travel in seven western
states.

A Greyhound line spokesman
said negotiations would be re-
sumed at 11 am. tomorrow. That
meant commuters in the San
Francisco bay area who ordinarily

on the buses to get to their
jobs will have to find other means
at least fomorrodw morning.

Harry Lerner, spokesman for
the Greyhound company, said em-
ployer representatives told him the
disagreement had boiled down to
two major issues. Hen}dhedid
not know what those issues_were.

Lerner said some 50 points of
dispute were at stake when 3,600
drivers and station employes
walked out on their jobs Friday,
after employers had failed to meet
their demands for higher wages
ﬁ certain changes in worktng

es. .

The strike forced some 14,000
bay area commuters to take to the
highways or trains to get to work
Friday.

But -a report that passenger air
fravel for points east had been
jammed by the bus strike was not
confirmed here,

R. W. Baker, district manager
for American Airlines, said there
had been a heavy crush of passen-
ger business during the past two
months, but “no particularly no-
ticeable change in the past few
dm."

G. A. Laugh, supervisor of res-
ervations for United Air Lines
here, also said the bus strike ap-
parenily had not caused any
noticeable passenger jam.

INDIA TO MAKE PENICILLIN

NEW DELHI —(#)- Three offi-
cials of the World Health Organ-
jzation will discuss with the gov-
ernment of India plans for start-
ing a penicillin production plant
in India. The United Nations In-
ternational Children’s Emergency
Fund has offered to provide the
necessary apparatus and equip-
ment an an estimated cost of
$850,000. The World Health Or-
ganization has offered $350,000 to
provide highly-skilled technicians
to design and put into operation
the penicillin plant.

CHICAGO, March 4-(#)-A big
new blizzard whirled down onto
the storm-weary northern U. S.

Weather bureau men in Choca-
go said the latest storm, born in
the Yukon, gave indications of
being-a “whopper.”

They said it had swept over
most of Montana by Sunday after-
noon and could be expectied to
move south and east after envel-
oping the northern Rockies and
parts of the Pacilic northwest. It's
expected to hit upper portions of
the midwest—the Dakotas, Min-
nesota, Iowa, Wisconsin, Michi-

gan—by Monday night or Tues-

Dividend Due

WASHINGTON, March ﬁ-ma
Veterans of the first world war
will split a $16,000,000 insurance
dividend this year, the veterans
administration said today.

It will be paid on the anniver-
sary date of the policies. It will
bring the total insurance dividend
paid to veterans of World War I to
$255,000,000.

H. W. Breining, VA insurance
chief, told a reporter the forth-
coming dividend will be paid on
about 440,000 policies. Some vet-
erans hold more than one.

By comparison, a $12,700,000
dividend was paid in 1850 on 450,-
000 World War 1 policies. The
World War 1 dividends in othet
post war years: 1945, $8.300,000;
1946, $9,000,000; 1947 and 1048,
$9,500,000 each 1949, $12,800,000
in addition to a $39,700,000 special
dividend that year.
