During 1951

Salem building during 1951 fell
more than $2 million below 1950
figures, and was the 'owest since
the end of the war. This year’s to-
tal building, according to the city
building 4nspection office was $3,-
345814 down from the $7,856,042
volume of the year before.

Highest post-war building came
in 1948, when permits totaling $7,-
913,063 were issued. Figures for
1947 and 1948 showed bullding
above the $8 million mark.

Only January and May recorded
more building than the same
months last vear, the reportg
ghowed, with the $1,017,604 in new
eoustraction during May the high-
es' ever recorded for that month.
The Januaryv figures were slightly
lgss than $42.000 more than Janu-
ar- of the year before.

New dwellines during 1951 ac-
counted for $2.734.242 of the total
1851 building figures, down from
the record high of $3,436,560 rea-
ched during 1950.

Heaviest building month during
the last year was June, when con-
struction was recorded for a
school, a sawmill and a super-mar-
ket which with other construction
brought the to'il to more than $§1
million. A $225.000 sawmill per-
mit topped all others. It was lIs-

State Settles

1951 Weather

Less Severe

Than in 1950

Plenty of rain and snow came
to Salem during 1951, but the
weather year still couldn’t match
1950 for severity, a year-end re-
port of the McNary Field Weather
Bureau indicated Monday.

Snowfall was about a third of
the year before. There was 11
inches of snow in Salem during
the year, considerably less than
the 33.9 which was almost a rec-
ord-breaker for this area. Rain-
fall of 47.47 inches was still 9.08
inchgs below 1850, although al-
most ten inches greater than the
normal for Salem.

Biggest contrast of the weather
over 1950, was the sudden, late-
winter snow which piled 4.40
inches on the city March 5. The
heaviest during 1950, 6.4 inches,
fell Jan. 30. The year's heaviest
rainfall, however, came <everal
months ahead of the heaviest of
1950. But the 2.07 inches of rain
on Oct. 1 and 2, was .75 less than
the Dec. 18 record of 19850.

Salem’'s comparatively mild
weather year was typified by 102
completely clear days, more (o a
happy extent than the 76 of the
year before. A total of 194 cloudy
and 69 partly cloudy days filled
out the year.

The high temperature, 89, was
one degree higher than 1850, but
the 18 degree low temperature
was far warmer than the 10 be-
low zero record set the year be-
fore. Average low temperature
was 40.4.

December weather was average
colder than last wyear, averaging
37.3 down from 1950's 47.4. High-
est temperature was 55 on Dec. 1,
and Christmas Day accounted for
the low of 20.

The rainfall for the month, 6.73,
was .17 above normal, with the
greatest amount, 1.37 inches, fall-
ing on Dec. 4th. There was also .2
of snow. The month saw one clear
day, four partly cloudy days, with
the remaining 28 days all cloudy.
