Extortion Payoffs

HONG KONG -The Chinese Communist extortion racket, leveled
at miMiens of Chinese living overseas, is still yielding a golden harvest
of millions of dollars, despite world-wide exposure of the practice.
Chinese merchants and tradesmen scattered in populous com-
munities throughout Southeast Asia probably are the chief financial
wvictims, an Associated Press survey indicated Monday.

‘Secret’ Label

On Churchill,
Truman Talk

WASHINGTON (/) President
Truman and British Prime Minis-
ter Churchill, in a second formal
Monday White House meeting,
reviewed the West's grand strate-
gy for countering international
Communism.

A “top secrct” label was clamp-
ed on the spicific problems dis-
cussed during the 90-minute after-
noon session. Aides reported no
decisions were reached. But there
was good reason to believe the
two :leaders and their military
aides talked over:

1. A compromise plan for set-
tling: British-American arguments
over -appointment of a United
States admiral to head the Atlan-
tic Pact naval forces. The U. S.
was reported about ready to give|
in on this Issue. |

2. Britain's campaign to get the
U. 8. and other Western armies
to use the new British .280 rifle
gs standard equipment. Britain
reportedly was willing to give up
its efforts in this field. |

3. Britain's desire for an ex-
change of top secret atomic in-|
formation with the United States.

The sfternoon meeting, the sec-
ond formal White House confer-|
ence ‘between the President and
Churchill, concentrated mainly on
urgent Western European defense
issues.

Vishinsky Says
Parley Stalled

PARIS (#-Russia’s Andrei Vi-
shinsky told the United Nations
Monday the Korean armistice ne-
gotiations had been “floundering”
for six months and were “dead-

Some delegations gloomily ob-
served that Vishinsky's first flat
declaration to the Political’ Com-'
mittee that the talks were dead-
locked obviously meant they would
remain that way until the Soviet
Union changes its mind.

There was growing feeling In
some quarters here that [f the
Korean negotigtions did not
achieve positive resulis in a short
time, say two or three weeks, the
U.N. Command might have to re-
sume active military operations.

Overseas Chinese call this “ex-
tortion.” The Reds call it “patri-
otic contributions” to the Mother-
land.

Goes Through Hong Keng

Most of the money exiracted
from sbroad goes through Hong
Kong on its way to Red China's
coffers—hungry for foreign ex-
change. There are np limitations
on remittances into China from
this British Crown Colony. Many
countries prohibit seading money
directly to China, but there is no
such ban on funds sent to Hong
Kong.

Here are the reports:

Inde-China: AP Correspondent
Larry Allel said that 600,000 Chi-
nese in Saigon and Cholon, many
of whom are wealthy rice dealers,
have paid demands from 1,000 to
two million Piastres. The official
value of the piastre is 20 to 1 U.
S. dollar, thus the demands range
from $50 to $50,000 €ach. The to-
tal can'only be guesged.

Racket Backfires

Red agents in Indo-China have
caused the racket ta boomerang.
somewhat. Terrified Chinese have
formed their own *“protective or-
ganizations” against extortion.
But millions are still paid.

INDONESIA: In this newly in-
dependent country, which recog-
nizes Red China, AP correspond-
ent Bob Kroon learsied that re-
quests for funds were usually
transmitted through *contacts in
Hong Kong." They range from
3,000 to 10,000 Hong Kong dollars
about $500 to $1,000. Indonesia
has stiff exchange bagriers, so the
money has to move through non-
official channels.

MALAYA: — In Singapore AP
correspondent Jack MacBeth
learned that the Teochew Chinese
community, which includes many
owners of land in China, received
demands totaling fifty eight mil-

lion Hong Kong dollars $8,923,000, |

during 1951. There is not telling
how much was paid, but it was be-
lieved substantial despite a remit-
tance limit of 43 Straits dollars
per month per Chinese. Again the
transfer was through Hong Kong.

MacBeth said many Chinese
were ignoring the demands now,
realizing that payments bring no
immunity to relatives. MacBeth
unearthed an example of a fine
levied against an ancestor of a
Singapore Chinese. Although the
ancestor had been dead 200 years
the Reds said the fine had never
been paid. With intarest for two |
centuries, the demand totalled sev-
eral thousand dollars,

THAILAND: Correspondent Al-
exander MacDonald in Bankok
said Thailand Chinesé were reduc-
ing the golden stream to China. A
Chinese merchant paid two million
baht $100,000 to keep his mother
from being dispossessed from the
family land in Fukien Province.

He learned later she was dis-
possessed anyway. Ag such stories
got around, Thal Chinese dropped
their remittances home below nor-
mal levels,

In Hong Kong, most of the Chi-
nese victims are clése mouthed.
They {gar that any complaint
would bring retaliation on rela-
tives on the Red mainland.

PORTLAND () —Abe G. Gil-
bert, fund raiser in the 1948 cam-
paign, has resigned as chairman
of the State Democratic Central
Committee’'s finance committee.

William L. Josslin, party state
chairman, announced the resigna-
tion Monday.

Gilbert, a Portland furniture
dealer, said his resignation was
the outgrowth of a dispute at a
meeting of the Central Committee
last month. He was gquoted as say-
ing businessmen should be solicit-
ed for party contributions in re-
turn for consideration from the ad-
ministration.

Gilbert said that this quotation,
taken from its context, gave the
wrong impression.

He also said he and State Dem-
ocratic leaders, including National
Committeeman Monroe Sweetland,
held divergent viewpoints. This
made his job impossible, he said.

Josslin said no successor has
been chosen.

Summoned to

Enact Truck Laws

BOISE (#)-The ldaho Legisla-
ture Monday was called into spe-
cial session Jan. 15 to give state
officials the power to make recip-
rocal highway use agreements
with neighboring states.

Unless such power is granted,
Gov. Len Jordan said, there is
danger of “border warfare” be-
tween Idaho and adjoining states
as a result of the new Motor Ve-

hicle Law.

The 1952 legislature failed to
provide for reciprocal agreements
when it wrote the new law. As a
result the Gem State now requires
Idaho license plates for all trucks
of more than 5,000 pounds from
neighboring states and the ton-
mile tax {or those over 26,000
pounds. Other tates have threat-
ened to retaliate.

Jordan's call limited the ses-
sion to legislation enabling state
officials to make such agreements.

Fumes Poison

PORTLAND (&) — Three mem-
bers of a farm family claimed
Monday that they had been pois-
oned by fumes from an aluminum
plant. They asked $350,000 dam-
ages in a Federal Court suit.

The plant, the Reynolds Metals
Company at Troutdale, Ore., re-
cently was ordered to pay $78,000
for damage the fumes caused to
livestock and crops in the area.
Suits asking more than two mil-
lion dollars in similar damage
Wwere dismissed.

This was the first suit in which
damage to humans was claimed.

The suit was filed by Paul Mar-
tin, his wife, Verla and their
daughter, Paula. The complaint
said they have been permanently
damaged by fluorine fumes and
now must live in Arizona. Their
farm was located a mile east of
Troutdale. They said the prevail-
ing winds blew the fumes into
their house between November,
19468, and November, 1950,

Allies Revise
Proposal for
PW Exchange

MUNSAN, Korea (#-The Al-
lies offered a revised version Tues-
day of their proposal for exchang-
ing prisoners of war and displaced
civilians.

The new plan was similar to the
U. N. Command’'s six-point pro-
posal of last Wednesday but a
spokesman said it was reworded
to eliminate technical objections.

The Allied plan calls for ex-
changing the Red prisoners they
hold for Communist-held prisoners
of war, former South Korean sol-
diers and displaced or interned
civilians.

Only those wanting repatiration
would be affected.

Whén this exchange is complet-
ed, the Allies agreed to release
all remaining Communist prison-
ers of war who desire to go home.

A second sub-committee session
op truce supervision made no pro-
gress. It adjourned for the day
after one hour and 45 minutes.

PORTLAND (#-Clackamas and
Lane counties are preparing to
take legal action to obtain their
share of $4,250,000, revenues from
Oregon and California revested
lands now held by the federal gov-
ernment.

That is what Judge Wallace R.
Telford of Clackamas County and
Commissioner L. G. Raisch of
Lane County told the executive
committee of the Association of
Oregon and California Land Grant
Counties Monday.

Income from the 2% million
acres of timberlands in 18 Oregon
counties totalled three million dol-
lars during 1851, the committee
was told. The counties now are en-
titled to 75 per cent of the money,
the rest goii.g to the federal gov-
ernment.

The counties have not recelved
their full share of this 75 per cent.
It is over this shortage that Lane
and Clackamas counties plan to
take legal action.

There has been discussion |In
Congress to reduce the counties’
share to 50 per cent with the gov-
ernment funds being earmarked
for access roads, fire protection
and financing a sustained yield
program.

The Assoclation’s attorney,
Frank Sever of Portland, will
leave for Washington, D. C., Jan.
