Important Job

WASHINGTON IP) Mrs. Geor-

ge C. McGhee, wife of the new U.
S. ambassador to Turkey, had a
titanic job on her hands getting the
family ready for sojourn to An-

kara.
It was not just a matter of pre-

paring for her husband and her-
self. There are five McGhee child-
ren, a nursemaid and "a housekeep-

er-secretary t o think o f .
Young, pretty, vivacious Mrs. Mc-

Ghee figured the McGhee entour-
age would take up half a plane.

"And when the other passengers
see the McGhees coming, we'll
probably have the other half too,"
she remarked before leaving
Washington.

Mrs. McGhee was in the midst
of packing and moving, preparing
for Christmas and prettying-u- p for
her husband's swearing-i- n cere-
mony at the State Department
when I phoned. But she wasn't too
busy to talk.

"I can put the mascara on my
eyelashes and talk on the telephone
at the same time," she laughed.

One of Mrs. McGhee's biggest
problems was the buying of a
year's supply of clothing for every-
one, immense quantities of drugs
and prfitically a grocery store full
of canned goods, especially pea-
nut butter and baby food. She had
to guess how much the children
would grow in the next year. She
had difficulty she said, buying
summer clothes for the youngsters,
adding that all the local stores had
were "cruise clothes for ladies".
In addition, she had to ship along
scads of sheets, pillow cases,
blankets and other household
equipment.

Though the handsome new
American Embassy at Ankara has
been entirely furnished by the
government, including lovely cres-
ted china, Mrs. McGhee says she's
taking along some of her own "for
the children to break, so it won't
cost Uncle Sam so much money."

"He
thinks he's going to a wonderful
land where he will eat turkey all
the time," Mrs. McGhee said. The
three older children, Dorothy, 7,
George, 9, and Marcia, 7, are in-

"I think
they expect Hopalong Cassidy to
run 24 hours a day," their mother
said.

SEOUL, Korea JP) The U. S.
Far East Air Forces announced
Saturday their costliest week of
the air war in Korea three
Sabre jets shot down in dogfights
and 13 other planes destroyed by
Communist ground fire.

FEAF listed Communist losses
for the period the week ended
Friday as 12 Russian-bui- lt MIGs
shot down and 14 damaged in air
battles. The Air Force reports Red
losses from day to day, but now
lists Allied losses only by the week.

An Air Force spokesman said
the weekly average Allied loss
since last spring has been about
seven planes. Recent weeks have
averaged 10 planes attesting to
the growing challenge of Red air
power and anti-aircra- ft.

210 Red Jets Downed
The 12 MIGs shot down during

the past week brought to 210 the
number of swift Red jet fighters
destroyed by Allied planes since
the beginning of the war. FEAF
said 51 others were probably de-
stroyed and 325 damaged.

Communist losses of all types
of planes were listed as: 336 de-
stroyed, 100 probably destroyed
and 380 damaged.

In Washington, the Air Force
announced United Nations aerial
losses from all causes exceed 900
since the war's beginning. The
figure was said to include 532
Navy and carrier-base- d Marine
planes through Oct. 1 of which
215 were lost through enemy ac-

tion.
In Tokyo, the Air Force was

working to consolidate all losses
more exactly, but said the best
available figure thus far was 423
U. S. Air Force combat planes
lost to enemy action through Jan.
11.

The 423 figure did not include
losses by attached units such as
South Africans, Australians, U. S.
Marines, Republic of Korea, Army
liaison types, service plane losses
or Navy planes.
Combat Planes

The Air Force said it applied
only to U. S. combat types, such
as B-- 29 Superforts, B-- 26 light
bombers and fighter-bomb- er and
fighter types.

There were three brief dogfights
over Northwest Korea Saturday,
but no damage to either side was
reported. Sabre jet pilots spotted
some 200 MIGs north of the Yalu
River, in Manchuria, but only
about half ventured south of the
border into North Korea.

On the snow-mantl- ed battle-fron- t,

Allied raiding parties probed
Communist positions on the West-
ern and Central sectors against
light to moderate resistance.
