CHICAGO CP) -- A slow down-
ward drift, which stirred up very
little trading activity at any time,
dropped grains on the Board of
Trade Saturday.

There was just one burst of buy-
ing activity in wheat, right at the
opening.

It
faded quickly once that demand
was satisfied.
