Winnie Wins

First Test
Against Labor

LONDON (P) Prime Minister

Churchill's Conservative Party
government beat down handily
Thursday ' night a Labor Tarty
move for no confidence in the new
program of grim lean living to
help win peace.

The showdown vote, on a labor
motion to censure the government
was 309 to 278. After defeating
censure, the House of Commons
formally adopted the government's
program, 306 to 275.

Liberals joined the Conserva-
tives in this all - out test of
strength of the Churchill govern-
ment, which took office three
months ago after six years of La-
bor rule.
AUlee Criticised

The vote hinged on approval of
Chancellor of the Exchequer R. A.
Butler's program to cut British im-
ports by 150 million pounds, or
420 million dollars, a year, and
institute rigid new domestic eco-
nomies.

The government has a majority
of 14 over all other parties.

During the bitter two-d- ay de-
bate which preceded the vote the
Laborites, spearheaded by former
Prime Minister Attlee, coupled
their attack on Conservative
changes in the tax - supported
health services with sharp critic-
ism of the United States for some
of the economic troubles facing
Britain.

Churchill and his ministers took
the floor in the debate. They de-
clared the government's program
aimed at staving off national bank-
ruptcy and "restoring the confi-
dence of the world in the deter-
mination of this country to pay its
way."

Churchill would have had to re-
sign if the censure motion had
carried. He was in the chamber
when the vote was announced.

Rainfall was 1.17 inches above
normal, the average temperature
was 38.5, little more than six
degrees above freezing, and 28 of
the 31 days were classed as
cloudy.

The highest temperature of
both the month and the year, 57
was registered Thursday, the last
day of the month. The low was
reached on Jan. 2 when the ther
mometer dropped to a cold 19 de
grees. The average maximum
temperature for January was 44.5
and the average minimum was
32.5.

Twelve days during January the
minimum temperature, was 32 de
grees or below, and on one day
the maximum was 32 degrees.

Snowfall amounted to 2.5 inch-
es during the month, with 1.1 inch
of that falling in a 24-ho- ur period
Jan. 20-2- 1. Rainfall amounted to
6.60 inches. There were no clear
days during the month and only
three days when the skies were
just partly cloudy.

Gambling Tax
Chops Illegal
Activity Down

WASHINGTON UPV--A revenue
official said confidently Thursday
me new federal gambling tax has
choked oil 90 per cent of the na-
tion's illegal gambling business,
estimated by investigating sena
tors at 20 billion dollars a year.

Eugene Coyle, the Revenue Bu
reau's expert on the gambling
uuc, toia reporters I don't know
how long the honeymoon will last,
but right now most of the bigtlme
gamblers have dosed shop.

Coyle said gambling operators
are staging a mass exodus from
the field because the new law re
quired them to reveal their illegal
operations to local police, the pub
lic and the press.

The publicity angle is Darticu
larly hurting gamblers, he said.
because any "arrangements with
local police "could not stand up
under tne light of publicity.

Total collections from the gam
bling fraternity through Decern
ber amount to $825,504 a far cry
from the 400 million dollars a year
in revenue estimated by congress
men when they enacted the gam
bling tax.

A breakdown of gambling re-
turns by states showed Washing-
ton State has the biggest total of
registered gamblers with $70,109
collected for tax stamps. Illinois
Is second with $61,063, Montana
third with $43,837, and Ohio fourth
with $28,672.

Punchboards are legal in Wash
ington and Montana, accounting
xor many stamp sales there.
