NEW YORK (#)-With the ap-
roach of tournament time in col-
ege basketball, it almost is be-
coming possible to pick out the
most likely candidates for the ma-
ior events by looking at the week-
y national rankings.

Kentucky already has earned al
place in the National Collegi 1~ |
A. A tournament by clinching the |
Southeastern conference title. And
for the fourth straight week the
sports writers and sportca_sters

articipating in the Associated
gress ranking poll have voted the
Wildcats the No. 1 position in the
nation.

Also ranked in the first ten,
Kansas State and Kansas of the
Big Seven Conference, lowa and
Illinois of the Big Ten, St. Louls
of the Missouri Valley and Wash-
ington of the Pacific Coast are
very much in the running for
conference titles and NCAA play-
off spots.

The Rankings

Here's how the teams were
ranked this week by 103 voters:
Kentucky, Kansss State, Duques-
ne, St. Bonaventure, Iowa, Illi-
nois, St. Louis, Washington, Kan-
sas and St. John's Brooklyn.
Washington, with a 19-3 record,
received five first place votes and
had 289 points.

Kentucky, listed first on 42 bal-
lots, polled a total of 887 points
as compared with 737 for Kansas
State, which drew 14 first-place
votes. After the votes were in
Monday, Kentucky went out and
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walloped Mississippi State, 110 to
86, for its 21st victory of the sea-
son against two defeats.

Duquesne also reflected the ac- |
curacy of the ballots by downing |
Bt. Bonaventure, 69-83. These two |
teams and St. John's likely will |
be among the first considered for |
bids to the 12-team National In-
vitation Tournament, :5tar1.ing1
March 8.

Although several of the top ten
teams switched positions last
week, the group as a whole re-|
mained unchanged. Unbeaten Du-
quesne and Iowa moved up on the

Iist while Illinois and KXansas
dropped back after losing.

St. Bonaventure, still uncon-
vinced that it isn't superior to
Duquense, faces St. John's in Mad-
Ison Square Garden Thursday
night. Kansas States takes on

stubborn Missouri, Kansas plays
Nebraska and St, Louis meets de-
fensively-strong Tulsa Saturday.
