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an honorable escape from military service, other
than the escape allowed those who in good con-
science place God above country, our whole de-

fense effort would be weakened. If Lieutenant
Bristol is allowed out without blame, merely
because his wife was afraid to have him fly, how
many thousands of wives and mothers would
suddenly develop nervous breakdowns to get
their men home?

It may be argued that the military grants
exemption from service to hardship cases men
with such large families that it would be uneco-
nomical for the government to undertake their
support. But Bristol's is not that kind of prob-
lem, and military "compassion" does not extend
to nervous wives. The nation simply cannot af-

ford such generosity.
Instead, in times of crisis, times of war, the

country must demand of women the same pa-

triotism and courage and sacrifice it demands of
men.

que. Easter is the one which has best escaped
the cloying curse of sentimentality, so easily
commercialized.

The miracle of Christmas, incarnation of God
in man, is nearly suffocated under seasonal
hoopdedo. It's simple and pleasant to believe
merely in the historical event commemorated
by Christmas, the birth of Jesus who taught the
world a new way of life, and ignore the impli-
cations. In that way, Christmas is like Washing-
ton's birthday and the Fourth of July. Anybody
can believe in Christmas, even if he doesn't be-

lieve in the Savior. Christmas isn't observed,
necessarily, for His sake.

Not so with Easter. It's not so easy to ignore
the resurrection, or to commercialize the cross.

Jhe word Easter, of course, has no Christian
meaning; it is derived from the Anglo-Sax- on

goddess of spring, Eos t re. Pagans from ancient
times have celebrated the budding of trees, the
hatching of chickens, the doffing of winter un-

derwear and donning of warm-weath- er gar-
ments. They still do.

People can be cute about Easter bunnies and
baby chickens, new hats and spring flowers.
They can't simper over the Risen Christ the
way they indulge over

It isn't as easy to believe in Easter as to be-

lieve in Christmas. Christmas, if the miracle is
sidestepped, requires only a knowledge of long-ag- o

current events. Easter requires acceptance
of the miracle, with no comfort from secular
historians. Easter demands faith.

Easter without the resurrection, like Christ-
mas without incarnation, is just a

But Easter, with the resurrec-tio- a,

evokes "the substance of things hoped for,
the evidence of things not seen." The real mean-
ing of Easter, uncluttered with sentiment,
untawdried by trade, is clear only to those who
can say, with Job, "I know that my Redeemer
liveth '
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Those Fire Hazards

with a home-inspecti- on program planned by
Fire Chief Roble. The plan is not to insist or
offend only advise and help.

RIVER PARADE HELD

EUGENE W)-T- he annual White
Water Parade, in which river
guides run the rapids of the Mc-Ken- zie

River, will be held here
Sunday. The run down the river
will start at 10:30 a.m. about 40
miles east of Eugene.
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JERUSALEM (Special) Reports reached this city early
this morning that a Person, called Jesus of Nazareth, who was
executed Friday afternoon, has risen alive from his tomb just
as He said He would.

The followers of this Man, who calls himself the Christ, are
seething with excitement. The entire city of Jerusalem, which
has been in a turmoil for the past week, greeted the news of the
mysterious Resurrection with wonder.

The Nazarene was ordered executed by Pilate on the charges
of the multitude and other leaders. They charged Him with
sedition and with blasphemy. Before the grand council the one
called Jesus had said He was Christ, the Son of God. He has had
several previous clashes with the leaders.

The condemned Man was arrested earlier last week in
the olive garden of Gethsemani --located on west slope of
th Mount of Olives near the city.

One of the disciples of Jesus, a man by the name of
Judas, betrayed his Teacher, lt is said he was paid 30 pieces
of silver for his efforts. During the excitement of the arrest
one of Jesus' companions cut off the ear of a Roman soldier.

One witness to the affair said the ear was healed juohen
the Nazarene touched it.

Jesus was then arraigned before Annas and Caiaphas. They
judged Him guilty and sent Him to Pilate for trial. Pilate sent
Him on to Herod who ordered the Man returned to Pilate. After
considerable argument Pilate finally delivered the Nazarene to
be crucified.

The execution took place at the regular execution grounds
on the hill of Golgotha, commonly called the Place of the Skull,
which is located just outside the city on the road to Damascus.

The leaders still have no explanation to offer for the strange
physical phenomena which occurred during the final stages of
the crucifixion Friday. The sky was darkened from the 6th to the
9th hours. And the earth shivered and shook with great force.

A wealthy member of the council, Joseph of Arimathea,
laid the body of the executed Man in a rock tomb in a gar-
den near the execution place. The tomb was sealed with a
huge stone and soldiers were placed there Saturday to
guard it.

When questioned at first this morning the guards at the
tomb said that the body had been stolen away by Jesus' fol-
lowers. Later, one of them, who refused to be identified, told
this amazing account:

"Just at sunrise this morning there came a oreat earth-
quake. And in the heavens directly above me there appear-
ed a person. His garments were white as snow. His face
shone with lightning. The light was so bright I ocean to
swoon.

"Just as I lost consciousness I saw this heavenly visitor roll
back the stone from the tomb and sit upon it.

"Later three women came to the tomb bearing spices. Then
the Angel, for that what it must have been, told the women:

" 'Be not affrighted. You seek Jesus of Nazareth, who was
crucified. He is risen. He is not here. Go, tell His disciples and
Peter.' He will go before you into Galilee."

Another report from among the followers of Jesus has it
that a woman by the name of Mary Magdalen said that the re-
surrected Master also appeared to her this morning near the
tomb. She said He instantly disappeared.

The Nazarene is the teacher of a new sect, which has al-

ready attracted many followers and much attention. The lead-
ers, who have done their utmost to suppress these teachings,
were not available for comment this morning.
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The Highest Duty

layed by difficulties over obtaining accredited
diplomas, came of age Friday night with the
8th-gra- de graduation of 11 prisoners.

Launched under former Warden George

reaching more than 200 convicts and new in-

terest is noted daily. The prisoners study under
considerable difficulty. Four classes are held
simultaneously in the same room. Proper
centration is a chore under the circumstances
involved. But Education Director Lineberry
evinced pride in his proteges and complimented
them highly on their interest and ability, real
and potential.

Certainly, prisoners with adequate educations
are more fitted and able to make their own way
in life than those without the opportunity or the
inclination to learn. And men who have worn a
number need all the aid they can get to carve
their proper niche in the world and find the
peace and satisfaction that go with an honest
living and a moral existence.

Oregon's governor and its superintendent of
public instruction were at the prison's first
graduation exercises, the governor handing out
the diplomas. It was a heartening recognition,
on the part of the more fortunate, of the good
inherent in all men and the need of all men
for help and encouragement.

venson indicated that he thought
Dwight D. Eisenhower would be
the Republican choice, and gave
his reasons for not wanting to
run against Eisenhower.
