ChemicalsUsed
In Combatting
Cancer Cases

NEW YORK (/) - A chemical
used for crease-proofing cloth is
one of two new drugs showing
definite results in combatting some
tvpes of cancer, research chem-
ists say.

The drugs were described by
Doris McKenzie, in charge of the
tumor chemotherapy group at the
Lederle Laboratories Division of
the American Cyanamid Co., Pearl
River, N.Y.

Addressing an afternoon session
of the American Association for
Cancer Research, Inc., at its an-
nual meeting Miss McKenzie re-
ported: _

“Preliminary observations of
tem and tepa on children suffer-
ing from various forms of dis-
seminated cancer have been made
by Dr. Sidney Farber of the
Children's Cancer Research Foun-
dation in Boston and by the
Sloan-Kettering research group of
New York.

“Definite carcinolytic anti-can-
cer activity has been demonstrat-
ed, particularly on a malignant
melanoma black skin tumor, and
an angiosarcoma blood vessel
tumor and a Wilm's mixed tu-
maor."”

Dr. Farber was not available for
comment but was expected to
elaborate on the subject of the
new drugs before the conclusion
of the three-day meeting Sunday.

The names tem and tepa are
abbreviations, respectively, for
triethylene melamine, which is

used commercially to crease-proofl
cloth, and phosophoric acid tri-
ethylene imide.

pervisors, averagéd 701 pounds of
milk and 34.1 pounds of bujter|
fat. Production testing is now be-|
ing done for 61 dairy herds. |

essoclation president and owner |
of the herd with the high average |
this month. His 45 Jerseys aver-
aged 45.1 pounds of fat and 793.9
pounds of milk. Torvend & Phil-
lips at Silverton, were second high |
with 30 Jerseys averaging 43.5
pounds of butter fat
pounds of milk. Floyd Bates at
Salem. Western Director of the
American Jersey Cattle Club, was
third. His 24 cows averaged 42.41 |
pounds of fat and 822.5 pounds of
milk. Albert and Virgil Deihl of
Mt. Ange! with 20 cows, averaged |
42 4 pounds of fat and 878 pounds
of milk. Felix Muller at Jefferson
had 22 cows average 41.7 pounds
of fat and 754 pounds of milk.

H. H. Mikkelson & Son of Wood-
burn milked 41 Jerseys that aver-

sged 41.5 pounds of fat and 740
pounds of milk. Hugo Hemshorn's |
24 Avreshires at Mt. Angel were
seventh with 41.1 pounds of fat|.
and 889 pounds of milk and Jim |
Daugherty of Woodburn was
eighth with 23 cows averaging

40.8 pounds of fat and 765 pounds |
of milk.

Fred Thomas, Gervais,
in the high 305 day record with
a Guernsey over 5 years that made

603.1 pounds of fat and 10,468
pounds of milk in the ten month
period.

Frank Gratsinger had the high'
fat record for March on Lulu
Bell. She made 96 pounds of fat
and 1599 pounds of milk in March.

Twenty-six cows in 12 differ-
ent herds produced over 75 pounds
of fat apiece during the testing
period.
