Loses by One
Senate Vote

WASHINGTON (#)-A complete
overhaul of the nation's immigra-
tion and naturalization laws was
put on the statute books by Con-
gress Friday  over the veto of
President Truman, who had con-
tended the mieasure would sap
U. S. leadership for peace.

The bill, sponsored by Sen. Mc-
Carran (D-Nev.) and Rep. Walter
(D-Pa.), was passed by the Sen-
ate by a vote of 57 to 26. That
was one vote more than the two-
thirds majority required to over-
ride Truman's veto, sent to Con-
gress on Wednesday.

The House had voted 278 to 113
Thursday to enact the bill in dis-
regard of the President’'s objec-
tions.
