Debate Raises

WASHINGTON () —Three dif-
ferent programs are emerging from
the election year debate on foreign
policy.

The administration has fashion-
ed one, and the Republican plat-
form and convention oratory have
shaped another. The 82nd Con-
gress by its votes disagreed with
both and formulated a third. pro-
gram,

All three agree on the need for
worldwide collective security,
They differ considerably on details
and methods.

The administration says. in brief|
that its present program of global
military and economic aid is sound
and must be continued with mini-|
mum reduction for the “(‘onmin-'
ment” of communism. It emphas- |
izes Europe but has asked for|
funds to dam up weak spots wher-
