Walnut Rule
Recommended

Recommendations for a salshlo

percentage of 80 per cent and a
surplus percentage of 20 per cent.
to govern ln-sh- ell marketings of
the 1852 walnut crop, were the
outcome of this week's meeting of
the Walnut Control Board starting
in San Francisco Tuesday. The
recommendations go from the
board to the U. S. Department of
Agriculture.

Similar recommendations sddII'
cable to shipments within the
state, were made to the California
department of agriculture, word
released by the board Thursday
showed.

The board made its recommen
dations following study of reports
and statistical data relating to an
ticipated production and market
ing conditions. The Pacific Coast's
crop Is expected to be very large
this year. The board approved of
ficial estimates for a coast orch
ard-r- un walnut crop of 80,900 tons
and estimated that a total of 1-,-
141,120 one-hund- red pound bags
of merchantable ln-sh-ell walnuts
would be produced from this crop.
This quantity coupled with hand
ler and trade Inventories of old
crop walnuts, would make a to-
tal of 1,270,120 bags available for
sale in the domestic market.

Market demand for ln-sh-ell wal-
nuts was estimated at 925,000 bags
and in order to bring the available
supply into a closer relationship
with this quantity, the board se-
lected 20 per cent as the necessary
diversion rate for surplus walnuts.
Board members indicated that this
action, channeling an otherwise
burdensome surplus into shelling
or export outlets, will tend to sta-
bilize the ln-sh- ell market and so
provide for the most profitable
sales distribution of the crop.

Other board actions included ap
proval of a $90,000 operating bud-
get and a supporting assessment
rate of 12 cents per 100-pou-nd

bag. The Dried Fruit Association
of California and the Federal-sta- te

Shipping point inspection service
were designated as the official in
spection agencies for California
and Oregon, respectively.

A second meeting of the .board
will be scheduled at a later date
for September or early October in
Los Angeles. i.
