In FBI Case
The trial of Charles Knapp

who resides at Champoeg in the
north part of Marion County will
be held next Thursday at the fed-
eral courthouse in Portland.

Knapp, who is a retired man
of 70, is accused of interfering
with FBI officers who came to
search his ' home for apprehen-
sion of a deserter from the Air
Force one day. in November.

Knapp asserted his innocence
during a call at The Statesman
office. He stated he used no gun,
as was claimed, but that the gov-
ernment agents who entered his
home without a search warrant,
kept gun pointed at him and
shoved him around in his own
home.

As for the alleged deserter,
Knapp denies having had any
knowledge that the man who had
been at the house just a few days
while being employed by Knapp's
sister, was a deserter.

House Ways and Means Commit-
tee that it is withdrawing from its
"historic" stand against the tax to
help Eisenhower's program for a
"balanced budget in 1955."

The federation said that in the
past it has always opposed the tax
on the ground that it is harmful to
the nation's economy, destructive
to the growth of small business,
and inequitable.

At the same time. Undersecre-
tary of the Treasury Marion B.
Folsom said in a speech here that
the sentiment of businessmen has
turned sharply in favor of extend-
ing the excess profits tax until next
Jan. 1.

Folsom indicated he found en-
couragement and support for the
administration's stand in expres-
sions by four major organizations
of business leaders. He also said
there was widespread editorial sup-
port by newspapers.

In a speech prepared for a group
of manufacturers, Secretary of
Commerce Weeks declared:

"I solemnly warn any group of
fellow businessmen that it will be
tragic for .them if they fail to look
at the realities and at the eco-
nomy as a whole.

"As a businessman in govern-
ment, I am shocked to find some
businessmen ignoring the financial
menace hanging over this govern-
ment"

Weeks remarks appeared to be
aimed at some businessmen in the
U. S. Chamber of Commerce and
the National Association of Man-
ufacturers who have refused to
back Eisenhower's tax program,
despite: direct administratcon ap-
peals to them.
