CHICAGO (INS)—Malaria, once

the scourge of armies fighting ln
tropical areas, is no longer a mi-
litary problem.

The U, 8. Army surgeon gener-
al, Maj. Gen. George E. Arm-
strong, said a new drug—prima-
quin—has practically eradicated
the disease.

Gen. Armstrong reported that
less than onepercento{thesqi-
diers in Korea exposed to malaria
developed the digease if they ad-
hered to the primaquin pill diet.

The surgeon general, who re-
cently returned from his fifth tﬂp
to Korea, said the new drug not

only can cure malaria, but does
not incur the taxic after effects
of its forerunners.

Canada Sands:Lock In
Billion Barrels of Oil

estimated oil reserves in the Unit-
ed States are 80 billisn barrels.)

Goldhar said 62 test holes, total-
ing 13,983 feet, were drilled last
year by the group of companies.

Early trappers first learned of
the oil saturated sands from In-
dians who used to doze from out-
croppings on the river banks &5 a
pitch for canoes. These outcrop-
pings range from several feet to
more than 200 feet along 100 miles
of the river. A strip mining opera-
tion will have to be devised to re-
cover the oil

In 1930 the Research Council of
Alberta built a small pilot plant
on the Clearwater River, a tribu-
tary of the Athabaska, to develop
a commercial method m extracting
crude oil from the sands. Other
pilot plants later were built by the
International Bitumen Co. and Ab-
asand Oils Ltd.

Several methods have been pro-
posed for extracting the oil. These
include a distillation process which
dissolves the oil in a solvent. But
experts believe a ‘‘hot water” me-
thod will be used for commercial
production. )

In the hot water process the mix-
ture of ail, sand and water is heat-
ed.
