Booming Australia, with an area
almost as great as the United
States and a population less than
that of California, today is making
a big pitch for the world tourist
trade in the outspoken hope of at-
tracting permanent residents.

One of the frontiers of the world,
the land of the kangaroo, the koa-
la bear and the unbelievable platy
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mate and topography much like
that of Southern Califronia. '

The only thing lacking is the
concentration of population. '

Australia covers 2,974,581 square
miles (the United States 3,022,000)
and has a population of about

Before the war, it was only
about 7,000,000. .

It took a World War for many
citizens of the world to realize that
Australia, old in history and tra--
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dition, stands as a mighty bulwark
in the Southern hemisphere for
freedom-lovin- g peoples.

It took the same war for Austral-
ians to realize that no matter how
great their courage, their manp-

ower-is low.
Australia looms close to Indo-

nesia and the Asiatic countries of
unrest areas where World War
III might erupt at any time. Its
population admittedly is no match
for the Asiatic hordes f fanatical
millions.

For this reason, the continent
"down under, one of the British
Commonwealth of nations but
not responsible politically to the
Mother Country is putting its
best foot forward to attract new
and responsible citizens. The coun-
try has two distinct appeals:

L It still thrives on the pioneer-
ing spirit, where. courageous souls
can build their own futures by
hard work and enterprise.

t There currently are govern-
ment health and personal security
advantages that protect the peo-
ple from the fears of immediate
poverty (but don't use the word
"socialistic" that might get you
in a fight). 1 ! .

In its bid for tourists and new
blood, Australians banking heav-
ily on the 1936 International Olym-
pic Games to be held in MeL
bourne.,

Tourist bureaus are expounding
the advantage of lowcost living
while on vacation, particularly for
travelers fom "the States" 7,000
miles away.' Transportation com-
panies are joining the campaign.
Quantas Imperial Airways, which
only recently flew its first straight-throug- h

flights from Vancouver,
B. C, and San Francisco, has bud-
geted a huge sum for publicizing
its direct link to, Sydney.
