. The fire was raked out after the three hour heating, and all the
bean pots and brown bread pans would be put in and the door
closed. This was a good oven, hence its popularity. .

At evening, neighbors arrived for their food. After dinner
all returned with pots and pans, and leftovers went back into
the oven where they remained until Sunday morning. The parade
came again on Sunday, and even 24 hours after its first heating,
the old oven was warm enough to keep food up to temperature.:
