WASHINGTON ( A group of
experts reported to Congress Fri-
day that in the event of war the
United States and its Western al-
lies "can ultimately mobilize over-
whelmingly greater economic
strength" than the Soviet Union.

But the experts warned that the
Communist bloc now is better pre-
pared for war and the West would
need time to convert its industry

Superiority in economic strength,'
however; does not assure political
and military security, the report
stated.

"The present level of economic
mobilization, in relation to natural
resources, is greater in the Soviet
bloc than in the United States.
and especially than in Western
Europe," it said.
Resources Greater . - .

"For this reason, the Soviet bloc
can bring its full military strength
into action more rapidly than can
the West

"For the same reason, and be--,
cause the total resources of the
West are greater, the West can
ultimately mobilize overwhelming

greater economic strength than
can the Soviet Union, given enough
time to do so."

One of the major restraints
against economic development in
the Soviet bloc, the experts said.

The two economic spheres were
considered to be about equal in
mineral resources, although in the
West their distribution and quality
were said to be better.

The report credited the. Soviet

"Tonnage of steel produced in

the Soviet Union continues to grow
at about the historical rate in the
United States 40 years earlier."

WASHINGTON A federal
judge ruled Friday the postmaster
general may conduct experiments
with sending first class (three
cent) mail by air, but said they
must not be "prolonged." '

U. S. District Judge James R.
Kirkland turned down a request of
five major western railroads for
an injunction prohibiting the shift
ing of three-ce-nt mail from trains
to planes along the Pacific slope.

The judge said that while the
postmaster general had the right
to undertake the Pacific Coast ex-
periment, it would be unlawful for
him to make it prolonged. He did
not indicate how long that might
be.

The experiment in carrying
three cent mail by air when cargo
space is available on planes has
