recalls. It remained for the United
States, his adopted home, to take
up the challenge and lick diph-
theria. Even so. the physician had
to personally join a campaign to
educate the public.

"Many people were against it."
he said. "Many people were
afraid."
Slogaa Used

It took the press, radio, movie
appeals. 85 million pamphlets and
even buttons reading "I am
Schicked are you?" to get the
drive across.

Dr. Schick bad gained fame in
the field of pediatrics and for his
pioneer work in allergy before bis
diphtheria test became a house-
hold word.

The modest five-foo- t, five-inc- h

tall doctor got a total of eight
medals. But the first, was awarded
on the 25th anniversary of his dis-

covery.
Dr. Schick, who held Louis Pas-

teur as his idol, was an assistant

walls and pillars of the cathedral.

In 1890, Emil von Behring
discovered an antitoxin to combat
the disease. Later, Von Behring
worked out . an immunization with
a mixture of toxin and antitoxin.

But this mixture was difficult to
evaluate at first and Von Behring
refused to permit its general use
unless it could be administered un-

der clinic control
At that time. Schick recalls, it

was not practical to think of wide-
spread immunization with the Von
Behring toxin-antitoxi- n.

Minnie Quantity
Dr. Schick discovered that by

the injection of a minute quantity
of diphtheria toxin into the skin,
it could be determned whether an
individual is susceptble to diph-
theria. No reaction at the place
of. infection means immunity
against the disease.

His test was noted in medical
circles.

"For five years it was perfectly
quiet few people paid attention."
Dr. Schick smilingly recalled in
his Eastside New York office.

Nothing was done on a large
scale until the 1920s.

By that time, Dr. Schick had
come here to head the Department
of Pediatrics at Mount Sinai Hos-

pital in New York City.

NEW YORK UR What is the
next great need in medicine's fight
en polio?

Dr. Bela Schick, who discovered
the skin test for. diphtheria sus-

ceptibility years ago, believes
it is a similar test for polio. It
would tell whether an individual
is immune to the disease, and thus
would help solve the immediate
shortage of Salk vaccine.

"It would be nice,but you can-
not order such things," Dr.
Schick said in an interview. He
added that researchers already are
hard at work on such a test But
he fears that the nature of the
polio virus will make the search
more difficult than it was in the
case of diphtheria.

"I was lucky," he smiles.
Now 78, a jolly, smiling man,

stooped, bushy-brewe- d and
haired, he is still a practicing
