court Monday refused to accept a
challenge to Utah's right to take
over the rearing of eight children
born of, a polygamous marriage.
The parents are Leonard Black
and Vera Johnson Black, of Short
Creek, Utah.

Utah courts ordered the child-
ren, ranging in age from J to 17' years, placed in custody of the
state's pubiic welfare department

The orders followed a finding
by a juvenile court that the par-
ents had not told their children to
obey Utah laws against polygamy,

'but on the contrary by their
own conduct and example in liv-in- g

In polygamy and by associat-
ing themselves with a religiou
group whose members practice

polygamy have
couraged their children to be-
come polygamisls."

The juvenile court said Leonard

Black had fathered three families
and a total of 26 children.

The father's petition to the
supreme court, asking it to review
the case, said he made no claim
that plural marriages are not in
violation of Utah law. "We are
here concerned," the petition said,
"not with the right to practice
polygamy but with the right to a
religious belief that plural mar-
riages are sanctioned by the law
of God and with the right of those
having such belief to teach the
same." ,
