Conscription
Law Okelied

In Germany
By GEORGE BOULTWOOD

BONN. Germany uB West
Germany Friday gave final appro-
val to a disputed conscription law
and announced It would resist any
move to reduce western troop
strength.

The Bundesrat (tipper house)
voted 7 for a draft law making
12 million West Germans between
IS and 45 liable for compulsory
military service.

Chancellor Konrad Adenauer
thus triumphed over bitter opposi-
tion in another step to the pro-
claimed target of a" MO.000 strong
German force for the North At-

lantic Alliance NATO.
A government spokesman an-

nounced afterward that West Ger-
many would oppose any move by
NATO to reduce conventional
arms and military manpower.
Fear Arms Cuts

This news conference statement
by press chief Felix von Eckardt
reflected the government's alarm
over reports that the United States
and Britain were planning to re-
duce their conventional arms and
bring home some, of their divisions
from Germany,

The German ambassadors in
Washington and London, Heint
Krekeler and Hans von Herwarth,
have been recalled to Bonn to re-

port to Adenauer on the American
and British plans.

Bonn's objections to arms cuts
will be given to the NATO perma-
nent council in Paris next Wednes-
day, Von Eckardt said. He de-

clared Adenauer believed such
reductions would increase the dan-
ger that any conflict around tha
world would explode into atomic
war.
M.M Valunleers

Adenauer considers that the
most effective step toward world
security would be controlled re-
duction of atomic weapons, and
only after this lessens internation-
al tension could land forces and
conventional weapons safely be
cut.

There has been speculation that
NATO might recommend a slash
in the planned size of West Ger-
many's forces. But Von Eckardt
said the Bonn government will
tell NATO it stands firm on the
target of 500.000 men by the end
of IM9.

The defense ministry intends to
have 90.000 volunteers in uniform
by the end of this year and begin
registering youths for the draft In
October.
