Tightropes on
Ballot Topics

If your minister tries to influ-
ence your vote, you may resent
it.

But if he stays completely lilent
about election issues, some mem-c- r

of his conKrcRation may think
he's shirking his duty. It's also a
problem of his own conscience.

That's the stirk'er that keeDs
many clergymen treading a tight

sion.

Should the minikter cautiously

Or should
he risk speaking out plainly on his
own convictions.

"As an ordained leader of a

'Don't Mix'

Tlieres a common saying that
"religion and politics don't mix,"

tit Dr. Samuel W. Blizzard, a
sociologist of Pennsylvania State
I'niversity, says:

"To avoid mixing religion and
politics, the minister's only real
alternative is to be neutral, non-
committal or indifferent."

In few other professions is there
itch concentrated pressure on a
tan to watch his political step.

It can. Dr. Blizzard said, virtually
cru-- h a minister's rights and
duties as a citizen in this field.

Besides, he adds, it tends to
deprive the community of "in-
sights and understandings" of re-

ligious leaders on specific issues.
The persuasion comes from other,
perhaps sometimes less ethical,
quarters.
PalUically Active

Many Protestant ministers, how-
ever, are highly active in party
politics in this country. A number
of congressmen and other public
o.ficeholdcrs and candidates are
ordained clergymen.

"It is the duly of the minister
of the local church to declare his

lith in the system of government
t lat he believ es serves the nest
purposes of the people." says Rep.
Adam Clayton Powell ID-N- .

The Rev. Mr. Powell. Negro
pastor of New York's Abyssinia
Baptist Church, .says that when
he thinks candidates are right on
vital issues, "I support them di-

rectly from the pulpit."
Others would draw a clear dis-

tinction between opinions ex-
pressed in the pulpit, ami liios?
advocated as a private individual.

direct participation in politics,
as running for office or ac-

tivity in partisan campaigns.
They would not deal with such

matters from the pulpit or in their
priestly functions." said the Rev.
.Joseph 0 Brian of the New York
Chancery Office. As a private
ntizen, however, a priest may
take definite positions.

But only in "extraordinary cir-
cumstances," when authorized by
hierarchical authority, may he
carry these positions into parish
work. Pope Pius XII. at times, has
advised specific action, such as
voting against Communists.
