There are eight "Legal Public
Holidays' decreed by Congress (New Year's,
Washington's Birthday, Memorial Day, Inde-

pendence Day, Labor Day, Veterans' Day,
Thanksgiving and Christmas), but the Con-

gressional decree affects only federal, work-- ,

en and the District ot Columbia. States des-

ignate their own holidays,
v Columbus Day is listed in the World
ue as a holiday in 36 states, including Ore-

gon, but the method of observance, if any,
varies. Columbus Day, it seems, has been al-

most lost in many areas.

Scrap Iron in Demand
A tremendous increase in the export of

scrap metal to Japan is causing a furore in
the steel industry which claims a shortage
for domestic fabricating and is blaming a
blank-chec- clause in Japanese contracts for
a sharp price increase. A limiting of export
is being demanded.

Apparently it is true that Japan is willing
to pay just about any price for scrap, and the
volume leaving from Portland for Japan so

far this year is three times what it was for
the same period in 1955. Prices are up about
30 rer cent

The Scrap Iron Institute denies there is a
domestic shortage, however, and claims price
increases are little out of line with similar
situations in other commodities. Apparently
it is going to take a congressional survey, al-

ready underway, to determine whether there
is a national emergency akin to the scrap iron
shortage which all but halted military pro-

duction In World War I and brought a stop

to exports just before Pearl Harbor.

Those which are members of the
federal deposit insurance corpora-
tion are not allowed to pay inter-
est on demand deposits, and a
maximum has been set on the
interest they may pay on time
or savings deposits. This maxi-
mum now seems rather unrealis-
tic and efforts are being made
to grant an increase. In brief,
the design for the commercial
banking system was that it should
be highly liquid and not extend
itself by offering high interest for
savings and making long - term
loans. Conditions have altered
considerably and it may be that
banking authorities should take a
fresh look at the overall policy.
Perhaps, too, banks have been

putting the wrong emphasis in
their advertising. Formerly their
public appeals were almost ex-

clusively to promote thrift in the
form of regular savings deposits.

Two Strikes on Sweetland
Senator Sweetland, candidate for secretary

of state, has made some miscues in his state-

ments. First, he said he would continue to
make his home in Clackamas county, though
the state constitution provides that the sec-

Then Sweetland accused his opponent,

OSEA Backs

State Worker

Wage Boosts
Two new reports advocating

wage increases for state employ-
es wera. backed recently by the
Oregon State Employes Associa-
tion.

Both reports, prepared by
OSEA committees, will be used
to document a wape boost re-

quest when the 1957 State Leg-

islature meets, James Daniels,
OSEA executive secretary said.

The first, developed by P. M.

Brandt, head of the dairying de-

partment at Oregon State Col-

lege, shows that education salar-
ies based on a merit system,
placed the state employes in
competition with land-gran- t in-

stitutions.
Lagging Behind

The second, directed by Jay
Blair, chairman of the committee
on state salary studies, draws the
conclusion that state salaries are
lagging behind those of private
industry.

According to Blair, "to contin-
ue to offer salaries
to a large majority of state em-
ployes would be ruinous to the
welfare of the State of Oregon."
Irregular Adjustments

"Salary adjustments," it said,
"since the inception of Civil
Service have been irregular and
in many instances have been
made to conform to arbitrary
budget limitations.

"In some departments," it con
tinues, "employes have no assur-
ance of merit increases despite
years of adequate service."

It seems to me that the com-

petition for savings is healthy.
Both banks and savings and loan
associations offer good places for
accumulation of savings. Each
has its advantages which it can
exploit. Promotion of thrift by!
both has cumulative effect, just
as does encouragement of pur-- ,
chase of treasury savings bonds.
Moreover deposits in savings and
loan associations are not "lost"
to banks. These institutions are
always local. They confine their
lending to their own area, and
their lending is exclusively on
real estate mortgages. These
loans help to keep construction
going which in turn keeps local
business going to the benefit of
labor, business houses and banks.

At the present time pressures
are heavy for loans both on banks
and on savings and loan associ-

ations. So the more both can en-

courage the saving habit the
more money will be available for
lending. Each institution has its
place, a worthy place in business
life. The competition is not hurt-- ;

ful unless it gets out of hand, and
the two often find mutual assist
ance through cooperation.

funds for construction of addi-

tional swimming facilities. The
last summer proved that exist-
ing swimming facilities were in
adequate. Perhaps too few
know the two pools operated
jointly by the city and school dis
trict are in such poor state of,
repair that we are now faced
with the prospect of either aban-

The fourth measure was for the
purchase of land for a municipal
golf course. Salem is one of the
few cities of comparable size in
the United States not having a
municipal golf course. Again, if
we expect to asquire land at a
reasonable cost and within a rea-
sonable travel distance from the
center of the city, funds for ac-

quisition must be made available
at an early date.

We believe that it is our duty
to call these facts to the attention
of citizens of Salem. They are
considerations of general concern

To-t-ha Editor:

The Salem Park Advisory
Board believe it owes the people
of Salem an explanation of its
recent action in recommending
to the common council four
bond issues for acquisition and
development of park properties.
We proposed these measures be
placed on the November ballot
believing they were of urgent
concern to the cititens of Salem
and that by segregating the
measures a wider choice of se-

lection was available. The rec-

ommendations were not consid-
ered favorably by the council
and no explanation of the issues
was given publication.

First and foremost in the point
of urgency was an amount of
$200,000 for the purchase of addi-

tional park lands. After three
years of diligent and exhaustive
study of this subject, we cannot
urge too strongly the necessity
of acquiring additsnal park prop-
erties on the periphery of Salem
now. Suitable park sites are In
