Writer Ruled
In Contempt
For Silence

NEW YORK. Nov. 12 t - A

federal judge today held a news-
paper columnist in contempt of
court for refusing to reveal her
sources of information in a news
story.

The columnist, Marie Torre,
television writer for the New York
Herald Tribune, was sentenced to
10 days' imprisonment, but re-

leased in her own recognizance
pending an appeal. The Herald
Tribune said it will carry the case
to the U.S. Supreme Court, if
necessary, to establish that a re-

porter is entitled to conceal his
news sources.

District Judge Sylvester J.
Ryan, who previously had out-
lined the course of action he in-

tended to take, told Miss Torre:
"I sympathize with you but your

position is improperly taken and
you have no judicial support."

Judge Ryan pointed out that
"the process of the court must be
obeyed, not withstanding the high
motives which have prompted you
to act as you have.
