Tomorrow  belongs 10
those who break down Lhe prison
walls that enclose the minds of
men, nol lo those who support
such  walls, For mankind the
promise of tomorrow has been
and always will be the widening
of intellect and horizon — in ever
greater vistas of individual [ree.
