NEW YORK, Dec 12 0 — A
twelve-car subway (rain loaded
with Manhallan-bound commulers
stalled for two and a hall hours
in Brooklyn loday during the
morning rush hour, One man sul-
fered a heart attack and more
than a dozen women {ainted aboard
the train.

Police reporied that the stalling
was an accident: and pol strike |
sabolage.

An estimated 5.000 other pas-
sengers aboard two following
traine were caught underground
for periods of up 1o 3 minutes,

As lime wenl by withoul rescue
some women on the first train be.
came hysterical and Lheir screams
spread fright from car to car.

When a bridge was finally made
from the three trains, passengers
were evacuated to the nearest sta-
tion, male passengers helping
some of the women who had
fainted in the thin underground air.

Doclors from nearby hospitals
treated those who had [ainted, The
man who suflered the heart attack
left the scene before the doclors
