Acheson Hits
Eisenhower
Leadership

WASHINGTON, Jan. 20 P—
Dean Acheson today opposed high !
level talks with the Russians at
this time. He also accused Presi-'
dent Eisenhower of failing to
match “ringing words” with deeds
of leadership,

Acheson, a frequent Republican
target while secretary of state un- |
der President Truman, held a
news conference. Ils purpose was
to discuss a series of foreign pol-
icy pamphlels being drafted by
the Democratic parly’'s Foreign
policy Advisory Committee, of
which Acheson is chgirman,

"It seems to all us on the
committee that this administra-
tion's inaction, the substitution of
words for acts, has pow brought
us very close to a serious situa-|
tion,”" Acheson said. [
He said the administration pic-
tures Fisenhower as “the great|
white father” and replies to all
criticisms by saying “leave it lo
Eisenhower.”

“It now is quite clear that leav-
ing things to this administration
means they don't get done,” Ache-
son sald.
