The Times said the Sino-Rud-
glan treaty of Iast August was
negotisted when Japan's surren-

der was imminent and China had |

no reason o bow to the big three
decisions in Yalta in Feh, 1945,
which, it asserted, violated Chin-
ese sovereignty and the Cairo
agreement to restore Manchuria
to China
Ho Feng-Shan, foreign office
spokesman, replied to a barrage
! of guestions on Manchuria at a
presa conference by saying that
China was bound by the Russian
treaty — Fiot the Yalta agree-
ment He did net elaborate.
Chinese ‘press dispatches sald
government troops had recaptur-
ed Siushuihotze, 43 miles north-
west of Mukden, from communist
forces. The Manchurian Guild
sald fighting had broken out near
the communist-occupied port of
Yingkow, in southern Manchuria.
