of tsxpayers have insisted that road

expenditures be stopped entirely.
"Every county should divido Its

road work Into two distinct classes

first, maintenance and second, new
construction. What a county should
do toward furthering a nev construe-Teste- d

In roads, and as a matter of
careful consideration for both offi-

cials and taxpayers, but there never
should be any question In the minds

' of either regarding the advisability of
maintaining the roads they have.

"Every county has thousands and
some counties millions of dollars In-

vested In roads ,and as a matter of
common sense economy, every tax-

payer should not only favor but Insist

upon the roads belne kept up in pro-

per condition in order to preserve this
huge investment. Neglect of proper
maintenance for a matter of only a
few months can easily put unpaved
roads into a condition which will in-

volve expeusive repairs or reconstruc-
tion much more costly than mainten-
ance this to say nothing of th in-

convenience and inevitably higher cost
of traveling poor roads.

"It Is to be hoped that taxpayers
everywhere in their righteous en-

deavors for economy In public expen-
ditures will not Insist npon unreason-
able extremes, which will threaten
the deterioration of our present high-

way system in which evory taxpayer
has ft vital Interest and considerable
investment. Let us keep up our roads
and save this investment, seeing that
the rorfds are not only properly main-
tained for the remainder of this year,
hut that financial provi na are made
for their adequate maintenance ntt
year.'
