BSSE POMEROY, who disd in the Massachusetls
penitentiary after serving 56 yeara behind the
bars, seoma Lo have been one of those tragle human
misfita for whom even tha wisest soclety could
not have found a place.

Pomaroy was hardly mors than a chlld when he
entered prison, Ha was sentenced for a pecullarly
atrocious nurder; bad he been of legal age, or
aven elose to it. he undoubtedly would have been
hapged. As it wan, his youth saved him.

B0 he went ta prison, spending 40 of hia 56
years fn solitary confinement. He tried to escape,
in his first years of imprisonment, but eventuslly
he gave that up and settled down in a plncid,
studious lite behind the bars. He read extensively.
Ho wrots postry. Ha becams known as a rather
kindly, plossant man; elforis were made to get
him & pardon,

Now Pameroy had & pecullar mentn] quirk—or
perhaps It would ba batter to call it an emotionel
quirk. He was sane, by any standard. He had “re-
tormed,”" us far as any prisoner usually reforms.
But there was a dark twist In his soul samewhere
—a Lwist that had driven him to x cnuscieas,
meaningless murder once, and that might very well
do w0 agaln if he shotld ba given his liberty. There
was nothing for It but to keep him in prisen,

. . .

o he ataysd hehind the bars for a lifstime.
The world changed mightily, but he did not see it.
He was taken out of prison just once, to go to a
state Infirmary for treatment for his health; he
gaped at the automobiles on the road, asked be-
wilderadly whare tho horses had gons. Excapt for
that, however, the changes In the world naver
togched him.

1t {5 hard to ses how sny form of soclely could
have treated this caxe vary differently. Somse day,
perhaps, medical sclence will be wise enough to
know how to “cura” such unfortunates as Jesse
Pomeroy, But that day is still to come.

Wa need not, really, hang them; soclety got along
quite asn well, these lant 56 yoars, an it would have
It Pomeroy had gons fo the scaffold.

Wha laymen alwars taks care to give a vory wide
barth to any case of contaglous diseass. We have
to, The diseases against which we can he protected
by & sarum are, unfortunataly, few In number. Soma
of the deadiinat of them can be avoided by steering
clear of people who aulfer from tham,

Quarantine laws and other health rogulations
halp us In that regard. But we usually forgat that
the doclor esn’'t avall himself of that protection.

We can stay at home and dodge germs; the
doctor has to go right o the spot where the
chances of Infection are groatest, and do 1t avar
nnd over agaln, He has to glve the most mallignant
Grganiams In oxietonce & chanes 1o attack him,
and trust o his own physleal sturdiness and auech
manger prophylactic messurss an mar ba avaliable
that ha will nol ba harmed.

ICIENCIES IN DIET

dicites thut the condition called
pellagra which {s widely prevalent,
particularly in wouthern portions of
the United Stutes, Is related to cer-
tain deficlencies o the diet.

Of these the chief deficiancy gesms
to be in one of the nctive components
of Vitamin B. Howaver, it is pos- |
sible thut there are other distary defi-
ciencles also related to wome of the
symploms of thix disorder.,

The Iate Dr. I, Goldbergor of the
United Btates public health sorsien
conducted extansfo exporiments which
seem to bave establighed definitelsy
the matare of the dietary deficiancies,

In one of his studies he mude ex-
act records of all the foods eaten by
the familica in certain mill villages in
Houth Carolinn, It wan foupd that enr-
tain families in which pellages wos
prevalent differed markodly in their
conkumption of milk, fresh meat and |
¥egetables from those £ milies which |
did not suffer from pellagra,
