Location Uncertain
Definite location of the plant is

uncertain since Collins intends to re-

ceive ore from other mines as well
as from the Bohemia mines. How-

ever, it will be built in the Bohemia
country, presumably oq nie west side
of the district. '

With the construction of this plant,
the opening of Collins' mine and
mines belonging to tho Jennings In-

terests in this district, prospects for
considerable employment this spring
worn seen by local mining people.

The oil flotation plant for reduc-
ing ores enables the operator to ob-

tain 00 per cent of the value of the
ore, Harlan declared. This Is of par-
ticular importance In this district
since the Bohemia ore is known as
a complex ore, containing in consider-
able amounts, gold, silver, lead, cop-
per, Iron and sine.
