WASHINGTON'. The political implications of the

Morgan disclosures are likely to be numerous. The
country hss never heard anything like those disclosures
and reports indicate that it Is pretty snre.

Murh more startling than the revelation that the
Morgan partners paid no Income taxes was the fact
that the Morgan firm, with ita hands on s vsst network
of Industry and finance, bed distributed favors Impar-

tially among leaders of both tbe Democratic and Re-

publican parties.
Half a dozen men who had been seriously men-

tioned for the presidency of the United States were
among those to whom Morgan Becretly sold stocks at
not much more than half the market price. It is
fnirly certain that none of them will be seriously
considered again.

As long as they participate In politics tbey will be
subject to attack as "Morgan men."

In both parties the cleavage will be accentuated
between those who believe It Is quite all right for a
public figure to maintain a profitable- friendship with
the House of Morgan and those who don't. Progressives
in both parties have new ammunition and a new battle-
ground involving tht great Morgan "spider web" of
control.

There's a real political philosophy In the Investi-

gation. The men who have pushed it and President
Roosevelt himself has at last given it his blessing
want to reduce the Morgan power. That power has
been less obvious in this administration than in any
for a long time. Roosevelt, ever quick to seise a
strong popular reaction and capitalize It, is ezpected
to move In some way which will strengthen his popular
support and leave him In a better position to place
the Morgan and associated Interests where they can no
longer be considered an "invisible government."

Opponents on List

The ' list of prominent Democrats who received
Morgan largesse was strongly reminiscent of the bloc
of conservative party leaders who stood againBt Roose-
velt when he sought the Democratic nomination. John
W. Davis, John J. Raskob, Owen D. Young, Newton
D. Baker, B. M. Baruch were among them.

Their political influence waned at the Chicago con-
vention and now takes another sock. The only import-
ant erstwhile leader missing from
the lists was their old friend Al Smith.

Some of the senators who voted against publicity
for lists of the stock beneficiaries have some- - cause
for worry since their own names were made public.
Any one of them who isn't called on tor an explanation
the next time he comes before the voters will be lucky.

Senator McAdoo of California, who lost a presi-
dential nomination nine years ago after It was dis-
closed that be had accepted a fee from Doheny, the
oil man, doesn't have to run again for five years, hut
he was wild when he found that he was to be revealed
as a Morgan friend who had received stock st below
market value.

"Coalition of Rich" .

Any third party movement which develops may be
expected to make the Morgan revelations its chief stock
In trade, since leaders In both the old parties lave
been smeared. Such a movement can make good use
of the words ot Senator James Couzens of Michigan,
the richest man In Congress and a member of tbe
investigating committee, who says:

"When it comes to money there are no Republicans
or Democrats. Rich men never fight each other ser-

iously. There's the finest coalition between all parties
when It comes to control of the Treasury of the United
States."

rpHE Investigation Into tbe affairs of J. P. Morgan
'ft Co. Is Important, not so much because of sen-

sational disclosures which may be made as because
it provides the general public with a free look Into
what Is, in the last analysis, the public's business.

Recognition of that simple tact Is one ot the
most wholesome developments that have come out
of the new deal at Washington.

The boundary lines between private business and
publlo business are hazy and at all times.
By tradition, ot course, what a man chooses
to do in his own office In pursuit ot his own de-

signs, Is strictly his own concern; but In practice it
doesn't quite work out that way, and the more Im-

portant the man la the more does the publlo have
a right to Inquire Into the thlngB that happen In
his Inner sanctum.

The conditions under which all ot us live and
work and play are determined partly by what our
elected representatives do at Washington and partly
by obscure economic forces which we do not wholly
understand and which we have never yet had much
luck In controlling; but a third factor, which in
some ways Is the most important of all, is the
activity ot a tew men of groat wealth and high
position like Mr. Morgan and his partners.

Under our present system, those men are re-

sponsible to no one. In the general run of cases
there Is no appeal from the decisions they make.
Much of the timo the ordinary clllien does not
even know what their decisions are; sometimes,
Indeed, their connections with his place In society
is so Involved that he doesn't even realize that the
decisions they have taken will affect him.

Nevertheless, the kind ot Job he Is able to get,

JOST Americans, being Independent- - and individual-

istic, feel themselves competent to fix defects in
plumbing and almost equally competent to take enro
of their own disturbances of health, as well as to
proscribe for more complicated disturbances which
really ought to have the prompt attention of a
physician.

If one looks over the average family medicine chest
he is likely to find it full of strance concoctions and
things of all kinds an arrnv of disorder which actually
endangers the family's health and safety.

A survey which I made of the contents of medicine
chests of a considerable number of families brought
out some exceedingly Intrnstlug Information.

Among the strnngn It, ms found In these medicine
chests were old cloths to 'ie used as bandages, cracked
atomizer bulbs, horohoutd candy, shoe horns, curling
irons, dried sponges, packages of seeds, hair grease,
mange cure, face- - bleach, shoe polish, empty tooth
paste and shaving cream tubes, fit) different remedies
for colds, combs for permanent eaves, end bobby pins;the remaining partners of divorced cuff links, nail
polih, bath salts and discarded sets of teeth.

The number of antiseptics found, and their effi-
ciency, varied tremendously. One er two antiseptics
were found in sme cases, nnci as msnt as six different
antiseptics In others, Individusl members of the family
having their own likes and dislikes In these mstters.

Apparently most American housewives need a lot of
eduention concerning the significance of what are ac-
tually effective and useful household remedies.

A heusehold remedy should he one with a certain
definite action, and usually It should contain but one
active ingredient. If the thing Is worth keeping In the
medicine chest It should he something which Is used
fairly frequently.

Dangerous poisons have no place in the family
meilli-i- chest. A dangerous poison la one which Is
likely to prodi- - serious symptoms or death H taken
in even moderate amounts.

Prescriptions ordered by the- - family doctor for a
rertnin lllneia should never be kept for the future.
If any of the material remains In the bottle It should
h poured promptly into a safe pla,oe of disposal.
Since useful bottles are rare around most homes, the
bottle may l thorouhgly washed with hot water, dried
and stored away.

Few people realise that most dmgs deteriorate with
age antl that a prescription for a certain Illness Is not
likely to be useful fo the future.
