GREAT old world, Isn't it? Government frowns on
competition; directs Industry to form

trade associations with codea of fslr competition; calls
for a shorter working week that available work may
be spread to the ranks of the unemployed; wants wage
increases that buying power may be . enhanced; an-
nounces processing taxes On wheat and cotton that the
producer may benefit by hie toll and investment and
so broaden purchasing power.

All this to the common end that the flow of goods
snd services shall be accelerated and prosperity re-
established. Thus by planned concerted national action,
directed by government, It Is sought to rebuild, by con-
scious action, the economic structure leveled by Immut-
able natural forces. As a corollary, prices In both
industry and agriculture mast be boosted, since the
competitive struggle In a world of stagnant demand has
torn away profits from all units of endeavor.

Fine. There Is a chorus of approval, with all eyes
on the profit aspect of the plan. Curb the blsnkety-blan- k

say the raw material producers,
the manufactures, the wholesalers, the retailers; snd
let us charge enough to make a profit; boost the
level ot agricultural prices, says tha farmers and all
will be well.

TEVELOPMENT8 followng logically from the ad- -

ministration's recovery program are providing
an Interesting sidelight on one ot the most perplex-

ing features of the 1932 presidential campaign.
One ot the high spots of that campaign was

the apparent coolness between Franklin D. Roose-

velt and Alfred E. Smith.
The two had been, comrades In arms for years;

furthermore, tbey had evidently been fairly close
friends as well. Roosevelt had twice put Smith In

nomination for the presidency. Smith had turned
over his Job at Albany to Roosevelt
' 'But 1932 brought a break. Roosevelt spoke of

the forgotten man and Smith promised to take off
hi coat and fight all demagogues. The Chicago con-

vention left a scar that refused to heal. Not until
late in the campaign was there a reconciliation,
ataged amid the floodlights; and even then bint
of soreness persisted.

Gossip bad It that the rift was personal. Roose-

velt was accused ot having gone high hat; Smith,
ot nursing wounded vanity. Now, however, the
basto difficulty becomes fairly clear.

Smith's recent editorial In The Outlook reveals
that the gulf between himself and the president Is

almost a wide, fundamentally, a that between the
president and Hoover.

The recovery act, says Smith, "will cripple Initia-

tive, legalize monopoly, raise prices and require
higher tariffs." It "goes beyond anything my
Imagination can follow." The common man Is likely
to "get lost In the shuffle." We are apt to "aell
our American birthright for a mess of communistic
pottage."

These comments show that the rift of a year
ago was based on something deeper than personal
pique. Roosovelt had one political philosophy; Smith
has one almost diametrically opposed to It Both
used to be classed as liberals. Roosevelt has taken
the fork In the road and has gone
on to evolve a new theory of democracy; Smith ha
clung to the traditional conception of democracy
and veered steadily toward conservatism.

It Is not likely that we shall ever again see
these two men In the same camp. The cleavage
between them Is too deep and wide. That editorial
In The Outlook reveals a basic disagreement too
profound to be overcome.

hart lost large amounts should be kept in bed and
all possible momenta avoided. They should, be given
plenty of nutritious foods and plenty of fluids. A
physician will prescribe suitable drugs and medical
preparations for building up the blood after a hemor-
rhage.

A few more suggestions along the line ot first-ai-

measures to control bleeding are In order-Some- times

there la bleeding from a varicose vein
of the leg. I'nder such circumstances, the person
should lie down, the foot be well elevated, a clean pad
of game applied and compressed lightly with a band-

age. 8uch a condition, however. Is one thst calls for
good medical attention and. a physciian should be sum-
moned. .

In very severe wounds packing may be attempted,
a sufficient amount of sterile gause being put Into the
wound and held in place, but obviously medical atten-
tion Is demanded Immediately.

Very serious Is a sudden hemorrhage from the
lungs which occurs occasionally In tuberculosis. The
person eo affected should be put to bed Immediately,
kept absolutely quiet and aa ice hag applied to the
chest. Obviously, such hemorrhage demand careful
and immediate atudy aa to the presence of tubercu-
losis.

Whenever there la bleeding from the scalp an at-

tempt should be made to stop the blood by applying a
pad of gause. If this doea not work satisfactorily a

tight band may be put around the forehead to com-

press the blood vessels. It Is well to remember that
tourlqueta applied or kept on too long may do much
more barm than good.

Almost anyone can wrap a piece of gaute from a
roller bandage around an arm or a leg or the fore-

head. To put on a bandage that will atay In place,
that will remain sterile and will serve the purpose sat-

isfactorily Is really a Job tor en expert. The average
person should not attempt to learn bandaging. It is
as much an artistic performance as playing the piano
and. probably mure artistic than playing the saxophone.
