There may be scattered efforts to contest the
legality of NRA, but it Is significant that so far
they have not appeared. There may be many fail-

ures and disappointments In the working out
of the tremendous experiment In social and eco-

nomic reorganization. But it Is fairly snfo to predict
that the principles laid down in the plan have
come to stay.

The era of unrestricted Individualism Is over.
The day of unrestricted profiteering is over. The
effort is bolng made to retain the essentials of the
competitive system, but the game must be played
under new rules, higher proportionate wages, shorter
working hours, a more equitable distribution of
labor and of goods.

It Is a mistake to suppose that miracles can be
performed overnight. Wage Increases beyond the
mlnlmums prescribed will be very difficult, If in-

dustry Is to absorb the Increased employment
without disasters. The plan will be wrecked If those
already In employment are exhorbltant In their
demands. The entire program hinges on first
making employment for those wbo have been un-

employed. '
With price systems unbalanced there probably

will have to be constant revisions of wages and
salaries In all classifications. There will be many
difficulties, recurrent problems, but It Is fnirly safe
to say that the Blue Eagle has come to stay.
