Deony, last surviver of the Whitman massacre,
Is & reminder of how rapldly we are losing our
direct counection with Oregon's ploneer past. Mre
Danny was & girl of 10 when the savages deacended
on the unfortunate mission pear Walla Walla. Her
father was slain. With her mother and four other
children, she wan a prisoner of the Indians till
rescusd by Poter Skene Ogden. But Mrs. Denny
wan old enough to have vivid and accurate msmor-
fes of what happened at the mission and during
ber lite she was an important contributor to the
hintorical records of that event.

The records of the Whitmsn massacre are much
more complete than thoss of many other important
avents in Oregon hitory, and yet to lllustrate how
niuch may escaps, here's the story, One day Ilast
winter, Judge Robert Bawyer, of Bend (an Im.
portant contrihuter to Oregon historical ressarch)
drove Into Eugens, and gathering up Ed Turn
bull proceeded ta Rosshurg on the clue that certain
discarded land office records there might be avall
able and intereating,

That clus proved disappointing but as the Judge
and his companion wers Ieaving Roaeburg, Harria
Ellsworth, editor of The Rosshurg News-Roview
suggosted that they might he Interested in a yel:
lowed packel of records a certain citizen there had
githerad up, That packel of records proved to ba
nothing less than the complete original recorda
n! the axpedition which the Hudson's Bay Company
fitted out to punish the Indians for the Whitman
mAsRACre. .

In the copybook, clerical writing of the slyle
the whole atory I told (down to the laat ounce of
powder and the scalping knives and rum rations
with which the voluntesrs wars aquipped), This all-
important record now reposas with the Btats Histor-
feal Soclety at Portland, but the death of Mra,
Denny is & reminder that much Oregon history
in alipping past.

Through the department of history at the Uni
varaity of Oragon thers should be sstablished an
active division of researeh, to obtain facts from
the surviving plonsers, to gather up and edit, the
Istters, dlaries, documaents which contaln the hist
ory of the bullding of a state.
