Ther take off & coat or
wreap And throw It around the patient's body so ax to
pull bim away from the contart. They are told never
to put thelr handa near the pockets of an electrifind
man nor near his ahoes, because the presence of metal
material or naily In the shoes will cause ssrvere shock
to tha resouer,

When a person has been shocked by electricity,
daath may ocour Instantaneounly due to paralysls of
the centers of cireulation of the beart because of over-
excltntion of the heart muscle, perhaps due to aulfo-
eation from the forcihle contraction of the mupacles o
breathing., Sometimes death occurs due to burning, and
womyetimes the person who bas been shocked by elee-
teieltr falls and dies from the fall,

After the person I8 pemoved from contact, artificial
reapiration In wiartied similar to that used for drowning.
A physician whould be ealled immedintely who may
silmulate the heart by the Injection of suitable drugs,
om by the tes of methods of massage applied to the
heart, The directar of one of the Inrgest fleat-ald
nervicen for electrieal corporations, makes the following
ruggeations:
