EAGER FOR A GOOD THING.

HE proposal to expand the McKenzle river power

development for the henefit of citiea throughout
tha Willamatte valloy has the enthusiastic Interest
of mayors and public ofticials in nearly all of the
eommunities uffectad by the proposal. For thal
very ronson |t hehooves the people of Hugene to
procead very cautlously In the actunl davelopment
for such a program.

Why are these other cities so enthualastic for
this idea? Because It promises to glve tham power
rates as advaptogeoius na those now enjoyed by
the people of Bugene, Because Industrially it prom-
fsep to pul them on a parity with Eugene. Bacause
n the development of a distriet power aetup they
san capitallze on what hus hean hullt up by Eugene

mitlative,
At nll tmes, this paper trles to nvold the
narrow, saltiah, purely loeal viewpolnt in publle

problems., What 18 good for the entire Willamette
valloy Is always good for Eugens, Cheaper power
rates for the Willamette ¢lties generally will speed
thelr development and in the long run will speed
the devalopment of Eugene.

But we queetion whether the proposal in ijts
prasent form Is sound. Hugone now owns a §4,000-
000 power property, (hree-fourths pald for by the
poople of Eugens, Thiy property Is not only home
owned but absolutely home controlled,

When we sat out to be “the power company”
for olhier towns, even on the wholesnle basis, we
are llkely to find ourselves in an embarrassing
position. No matter how favorable the rate at
which we wholeanle power to the other citles, there
will be the suspicion that Hugene is earning a profit
at the expense of othoer towns. Thera will ba the
demand that all these other clties ba represented
in the controlling honrd.

In the effort to get all rates down to a minimum,
thers will be a demand that all properties be
pooled, Including the $4,000000 properties already
bullt and pald for by the people of Fugene, Bugens
would profit by the immediate construction of
$12,000,000 worth of nadditional plants in this
vicinity, and it weuld profit by hecoming the head-
quarters of distrlet power distributlon, but we
ahould not forget that it Is lkely to cosl us planty
to dominals the “pool".

F you have your, own vegetnble gnr-

den you can anlvage those late to-
matoes  before danger of frost be-

There are two good rules for green
tomatn mince meat. One uses suet
nnd the other does not. Of course,
the one with suet is richer than the
one without. The suetless mixture
in very like a preserve highly mpiced
nnd pigiant.

Maok Minoe Meat

Ome peck green tomatoes, 8 Temons;
1 eup chopped wsuet, 2 cups seeded
ealsing, 4 pounds light brown sugar,
Ith eiapr ¥inegar, 2 tablaspoons pow-
dered einnamon, 1 tablespoon grated
nutmeg, 1 tablespoon ground eloves.
1 tahlespoon ground nllapice, 1 tahie-
spoon milt,

Whash . tomntoes nnd eut out stem
ondw and any blemishen. Dnt through

food chopper. Place in & large crock,
wprinkling 1 cup salt through them,
Let stand three hours, Drain over
night through a eolander and disenrd
Juice, Boueeze juice from lemons nnil
put rind through food chopper. Add
juice, lemon rind, vinegar and suet
to  tomntoes in  preserving  kettle,
hring to the boiling point and cook
15 mintites,  Add sugnr, ralsing and
spices and bring ngain to  hoiling
point,  Bimmer wuntil thick and seal
in hot sterilized jars. When pies nre
haked, ‘chopped apple and nuts can
be added as liked,
