Cream the butter and augar and

add the well beaten eggs. Mix well.
Add the nuts and dntea which have
been put through the food chopper
and then the flour mixed and sifted
with 'the salt and sods. One teaspoon
of vanilla may be added if desired.
Toss on a floured board and form
Into three long rolls. These rolls
should be a little smaller than the

aiie of the cookies. Wrap in
oiled paper and atore in electric re-

frigerator. To bake, slice thin and
bake in hot oven (875 degrees) about
ten minutes. Makes about 8 dozen
small cookies.
