When you
snap the picture you will get a fan-
tastic and attractive effect a. the
water eplashe. high above the oc-

cupant.. Slide. In swimming pools
or at the beach offer the same

as the bathers strike the
water. But if you are cloae up, be
sure and don't let the water .plash
on the lens of your camera.

In suggesting that you take some
of your pictures from high levels,
it does not necessarily mean that
you should he on a balcony or on
top of a building every time. You
can perch on a chair, a fence, or
the top of your automobile, and get
perspectlvea that will make attrac-
tively distinctive pictures.

But all pictures do not lend
themselves to this type ot photog-
raphy so don't take all your pic-
tures that way. Just as a good
newspaper reporter develop, a ','noee
for new." that tells him what i.
and what is not news, so the suc-

cessful amateur photographer
should develop "an eye for pic-
tures." It Is that which Instinctively
tell, him the subjects that make
good "angle" shots and which
should be taxen In the conventional
manner. Keep "shooting." Often
the lucky snapshot wins th big
prize.

Usually we take just the normal,
conventional view straight at the
subject aa If it were a .acred rule
of picture-makin- g to do this.

not at all necessary to take picture,
that way every time. Variety i. the
pice of live photography!

Street scene. the scurrying
crowds, the repair gang at work,
the traffic Jam are usually more
striking If taken from a high level.

Parade scenes are effective If the
camera is held low, or on the
ground, for you will get the effect
of feet marching into the camera-real- ism.

This applies, too, In taking
picture, of running or trotting
races.

Swimmins picture, are better if
the camera la at a high level and
rou ".hoot" almost directly down
on the subject. From this angle you
get the ripple, ot the water and
the light playing on them. Another
out of the ordinary picture is that
