alnce the beginning betweon the administrative, the
leginlative and the judielal divislons of our gov-
ernment, and llkewise we find it somowhat diffleult
to visualize tho strugglea botween centralized fod-
eral control and the decentralited authority of
states.

Wea do know that there (s much woa {n the
land. Wo do know that much of it I& due to the
uncontrolled and meemingly uncontrollable develop-
ment of business. Wa ull talk fresly of the need of
wast pensfon systems, regulations of lahor rela.
tions, wage standards and reforms Intended to
rentorn the Amerlean Idoal of s land where every-
body who will work can have his chance, We know
that the Roosevelt administration has run “smack
bang” into certaln limitations on its power to act.
We know there is a sharp ditference of opinion
af (o just what is the proper course, We know
that It constitutionnl safogunrds aro desiroyed,
bowever holy the cause, the unwholesome and un-
Amerlean institution of dietatorship might be the
next step, Wo know we want “"PROSPERITY" and
moat of us belleve we ean got It and koop it with-
out glving up any Amerlcan rights, The problom
fs how far to go In changing or adapting the In-
stitutions our founders sel up,

glve you any of the “answers”. Thoy aro attompting
only to show what these problems aro in their
historioal background and present context. Wa be-

In some casos, 1t is still possible to
hafld an snprosch by weelng that cortaln invitations
to select purties reach an ambitions wife,

The highsalarled “publle relatlons wmen” who
mulntaln offices In Washington to represent trade
arsoelations, patélotic soclotles, world causes, and
whatnot stiil kpow the salue of the proper social
spproach, but Congress has becoms foo hig ta
make this meihod effective sxcept with those who
pooupy the mora Important loglslative posta,

The favorite 1:cthod of the modern lobby ks to
‘bulld fires” under the wavering congressman hack
In the dintriet whera he gets hia vote, Thore are
many, many ways of doing this, through business
and professional connectlons, through organiza-
tions, through the press. Another method is to put
shatacles in the way of his hopes,

It you ean find some way to keep people from
delng people you can stop all thls. When there is
found that statesman who lives and nelx entirely
by rule of reason, you can tell all the figures in
the Hall of Fame 1o move over and glve him the
pluce.

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LOBBYISTS GO FOR A RIDE

OT very edilylng is the spectacls which the
¥ monatorial Investigation of the utllitles lohby
has brought to Ught. Yet there is little that is really
new In It, The Assoclated Gms and Electrle Com-
pany, & vast holding corporation operating in many
stuton mpent $700,000 to knock the "death mentence”
clause out of the Roosevelt bill to regulate such
concerns, This expenditure probahly represents only
a small part of the money spent by similar con-
cenrd and associatlons.

It would have been & perfectly lsgitimate ex-
ponditure but for certain facts. Men were employed
to ransnck telaphone direciories In many citles for
names to bo slgned to fake telegrams of protest
to Congress. Thousands of clilzens were falsely
reprenentad or represented without thelr consent
as objecting to the “death mentence” for holding
companies. When the Investigation was started not
only were company records hidden or destroyed
hut tolegraph oftlces were (nvaded and telegraph
company employea induced to burn thelr records
of the monsages which wers sent out,

Nothing will be a more potent argument against
holding companles than the admisslon of A, E.
Beach, securities manager of the concern, that
though hin company could find $700,000 for such
a splurge, in the Inst few years It hasn't pald its
stockholders o cenl. 1L was money of stockholders
(and of consumars in the Iant analysls) which was
spant for theso corrupting nctivities, And under
cross-examination, Mr. Beach admitled that con-
sumers would ultimately pay the cost,

The efforta of other mors conservative (or
coutlous) concerns and assoclations to repudinte
the mctlon of the A, O. E. company Are not con-
vinclng. They have avolded some of the ntupld
blunders made hy Beach wnd his nssocintes, Never-
thelens, thero in only & thin line betweon what the
A, Q. E. did and the more respectable lobhy tech-
nlgue. Nor are Blg Money Interests (he only ol
fenders, Every kind of organization which has
"a want” at Washington employs much the same
technlque — potiflons, letters, telegrams, threats,
prassures and the methods used to bulld up such
“showings of sentiment” are seldom ethical or aven
diseraet,

S0 far nn the offending utllitles are concern-
ed, oxposure Is the worst punishment that counld
be vislted on them, No doubt the present {nvestl-
gation will be followed by demands for new laws to
roinforca corrupl practice statutes. Possibly, it
can bo made a felony to “represent” any person
without his sworn consent. So far, all efforts to
Yreform’ lobbies have heen futlle. By employing
gome “lnma duck” ex-member who hax the privi-
logas of the floor, anybody can “plpellne™ direct to
the conter of debaie,

Furthormore, lobbles cannot be eliminated with-
out serlously Impalring the very necessary right
of overy cltizen to protest when his Interests are
In any way affected by leglslation, The only real
cure, It people could be persuaded to aceept it,
would he the elvction of men with the intelligence
und courage to muke thelr own declalons and ignore
prossures of nll sorts, But that Is asking MUCH!
